One of the enjoyable experiences of being a pas-
toral minister is the opportunity to meet with couples
who wish to be married at Sacred Heart Cathedral.
They come to our Cathedral from a variety of loca-
tions, with a variety of motivations and for a variety
of reasons. Many have received previous sacraments
at one of the parishes that now make up our Cathe-
dral Community and wish to celebrate the Sacrament
of Matrimony here as well.

The couple comes usually with some initial nerv-
ousness but always with some anticipation and ex-
citement about this important event in their lives.
The staff member who meets with them attempts to
calm their anxieties and explains the preparation
process. We discuss Pre-Cana, the program that
engages several young engaged couples with
fseasonedd married cou
the practicalities of marriage; The FOCCUS inven-
tory, an exercise that each of the couples completes
independently about their reactions to various state-
ments that is scored and provides good context for a
discussion of key issues related to marriage; a meet-
ing with our Music Director, Ginny Miller, to dis-
cuss the music program for the wedding; and some
sessions with the pastoral minister who will be wit-
nessing their marriage to share about the meaning of
the sacrament they are about to receive.

The foundation of our American democracy is de-
pendent on fair and equitable representation in Congress.
In order to achieve an accurate assessment of the number
and |l ocation of the
ders, the US Constitution mandates a census of the popu-
lation every 10 years.

The goal of the 2010 Census is to count all residents
living in the United State on April 1, 2010. The census
population totals determine which states gain or lose rep-
resentation in Congress. It also determines the amount of
state and federal funding communities receive over the
course of the decade.2010 Census data will directly affect
how more than $4 trillion is allocated to local, state and
tribal governments over the next 10 years. In order for
this funding allocation to be accomplished fairly and ac-
curately, the goal of the census is to count everyone,
count them only once, and count them in the right place.
The facts gathered in the census also help shape decisions
for the rest of the decade about public health, neighbor-
hood improvements, transportation, education, senior ser-
vices and much more.
