 I recently returned from an informative conven-

tion in Milwaukee, Wisconsin: ―The Cathedral Min-

istry Conference 2010.‖ It is a gathering of pastors, 

rectors and Cathedral staff who attend talks and 

seminars that feature presentations about Cathedral 

issues. It is held in a different (arch) diocese every 

two years, and this was my first opportunity to  

attend such a gathering. 

  

The Cathedral Ministry Conferences were 

begun in 1998 to provide an opportunity for those 

engaged in ministry at cathedrals throughout the 

country to come together to learn what others are 

doing in their cathedrals and to be encouraged in the 

efforts we make in our own. It is always helpful to 

hear what others are doing in similar areas of minis-

try. One of the important means by which this takes 

place is ―networking‖ with the conference partici-

pants during the meals and coffee breaks. 

 It was a wonderful opportunity for me to meet 

other Cathedral pastors and rectors involved in this 

important ministry. I had the opportunity of spend-

ing some time with a former classmate of mine, 

Msgr. Neal Quartier, who is now the rector of the 

Cathedral of the Immaculate Conception in Syra-

cuse. We attended the former St. Bernard’s Semi-

nary together and got caught up on a lot of develop-

ments in both dioceses. There were also a number of 

cathedral personnel present from (arch) dioceses of 

Canada. 

 
 The presentation covered such topics as 

―Spirituality for Cathedral Personnel‖; ―The Cathe-

dral: There’s no Place Like Home‖; ―New Cathedral 

Pastors/Rectors‖; ―Cathedral Marketing: Tapping 

into the Community‖ and ―Cathedral Connections: 

Nurturing Relationships between Parishes and their 

Cathedrals.‖  Both during and after the formal pres-

entations, there were many opportunities for interac-

tion and helpful exchanges of information.

COMPREHENSIVE IMMIGRATION REFORM 
 It is estimated that at least twelve million undocu-
mented immigrants live and work in the United States 
today.  The motivations pushing immigrants to risk un-
authorized entry into America are varied, but most 
come with the hope of reuniting with family members 
already here or to find work that will provide support 
for their family back home.  The existing immigration 
system has resulted in a growing number of persons in 
this country in an unauthorized capacity, living in the 
shadows as they toil in jobs that would otherwise go 
unfilled.  The Church believes that current immigration 
laws and policies have often led to the undermining of 
immigrants’ human dignity and have kept families 
apart.  The Catholic bishops of the United States have 
been strong supporters of comprehensive immigration 
reform including: 

A broad based legalization of the undocumented of 
all nationalities; 

Reform of our family-based immigration system to 
allow family members to reunite with loved ones in 
the United States; 

Reform of the employment-based immigration sys-
tem to provide legal pathways for migrants to come 
and work in a safe, humane and orderly manner; 

Abandonment of the border ―blockade‖ enforce-
ment strategy; 

Restoration of due process protections for immi-
grants.

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR NEXT SUNDAY 
 Next Sunday, January 31st,  Fourth Sunday in  
Ordinary Time.  The readings will be:  Jeremiah 1:4-5, 
17-19; 1 Corinthians 12:31-13: 13; and Luke 4:21-30. 
 The first reading is from the book of the prophet 
Jeremiah.  Jeremiah was a prophet who lived during the 
sixth century B.C.  He warned the people of Israel that  
their idolatry and sin would lead to catastrophe and he 
witnessed the fall of Jerusalem and the exile of many 
Israelites. 
 Our reading next week describes the calling, by 
God, of this prophet.  We are reminded that it is God 
who chooses the prophets and God who remains with 
them as they fulfill their calling.  The Lord says, ―I 
knew you before you were born, I dedicated you a 
prophet, to the nations I appointed you.‖  In other 
words, God has chosen the prophets to play a special 
role in his plan for the salvation of all.  The prophet’s 
role will often be difficult.  The Lord said to Jeremiah, 
―They will fight against you, but not prevail over you, 
for I am with you to deliver you.‖ 
 Today we begin reading Luke’s account of the pub-
lic ministry of Jesus.  We hear Jesus teaching in the 
synagogue at Nazareth, the town where he grew up.  
Jesus proclaims a reading from the prophet, Isaiah.  
―The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because the Lord 
has anointed me to preach good news to the poor … to 
set at liberty those who are oppressed, to proclaim the 
acceptable year of the Lord.‖  Having finished this 
reading, Jesus turned to the people and said, ―Today 
this scripture has been fulfilled in your hearing.‖  At 
first all spoke well of him. 
 Next Sunday’s Gospel continues the story and all is 
not so well.  Jesus spoke with authority and the people 
were amazed until someone questions Jesus’ authority, 
―Is not this Joseph’s son?‖  We see Jesus repeat the 
pattern of the Old Testament prophets.  Filled with the 
Holy Spirit, Jesus announces the Good News.  But not 
all are ready to accept the prophet, to hear his an-
nouncement.  Not all are prepared to make the changes 
the Good News requires.  Jesus is put out of the city but 
continues to offer the Good News to all who will  
hear it.
