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PASTORAL PERSPECTIVES 

 The social activist Julia Ward Howe once asked 

Senator Charles Sumner to use his influence to intercede 

for a constituent who desperately needed help. The Sena-

tor responded, ―Julia, these days I‘ve become so busy and 

involved in so many different things that I no longer have 

time to direct my attention to the concerns of individu-

als.‖ Julia replied:  ―Senator, that is quite remarkable. 

Even God hasn‘t reached that stage yet!‖ 

 In that Senator‘s view, he is a member of a chosen 

elite. In today‘s Gospel, Jesus is preaching in the Syna-

gogue to members of a congregation who saw themselves 

in the same elitist way. Jesus is preaching in Nazareth, 

the town where he had been raised. At first, Jesus‘ words 

were well-received. ―He won the approval of all,‖ Luke 

tells us. ―and they were astonished by the gracious words 

that came from His lips.‖ But Jesus, sensing the hostility 

that was to come, said, ―I tell you solemnly, no prophet is 

ever accepted in his own country.‖ 

 It had been all cozy and nice until Jesus made it clear 

to His audience that the words of hope and liberation that 

He was preaching were meant to apply not just to them, 

not just to the chosen few, but all persons, everywhere, 

even their avowed enemies.  But they had their own self-

righteous, elitist ideas about what that Messiah would be 

like. Consequently, when they realized that He was trying 

to break down their preconceived notions about Him and 

His mission, they were so outraged that they wanted to 

kill Him. 

 The company of the elite into which Jesus calls us is 

an elite of servants to the coming Kingdom. In today‘s 

culture, however, the company of the elite is usually 

identified with economic success.  What we call success, 

in many cases, Jesus calls failure. What we call security, 

in many cases, Jesus calls foolishness. What we call 

weakness, He calls strength. What we call madness, He 

calls wisdom. In First Corinthians we have the Apostle 

Paul‘s definition of genuine religious elitism: ―If I have 

all the eloquence of men or of angels but speak without 

love, I am simply a gong booming or a cymbal clashing. 

If I have the gift of prophecy, understanding all the mys-

teries there are… but without love I am nothing at all.

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR NEXT SUNDAY 
 Next Sunday, February 7th,  Fifth Sunday in  
Ordinary Time.  The readings will be: Isaiah 6:1-2, 3-8; 1 
Corinthians 15:3-8p; and Luke 5:1-11. 
 We believe that the Sacred Scriptures reveal God‘s 
word to us.  Next Sunday‘s readings are taken from three 
different books of the Bible written at three different 
times by three different authors.  But God seems to repeat 
the same important message; in each case God has called 
a person to take part in His mission.  In each case the one 
called is aware of being weak and sinful, but becomes 
aware of the power of God which is available when one 
cooperates with God‘s call. 
 In the first reading Isaiah is well aware of his weak-
ness, he says, ―Woe is me, I am doomed!  For I am a man 
of unclean lips, living among a people of unclean lips.‖  
Yet Isaiah is supported by his awareness of the power of 
God.  When the Lord says, ―Whom shall I send?  Who 
will go for us?‖  Isaiah responds, ―Here I am, send me!‖ 
 In the second reading from Paul‘s first letter to the 
Corinthians, Paul says that he is the least of the apostles.  
He says that he does not even deserve the name Christian, 
or apostle, because at one time he himself persecuted 
God‘s church.  However, Paul emphasizes that, ―by God‘s 
favor I am what I am.‖  In spite of his sinfulness, through 
the power of Christ, Paul is an apostle, one called to 
preach the Gospel. 
 In our reading from the Gospel of Luke we hear how 
Simon Peter, James and John leave everything to follow 
Peter‘s fishing boat and asked Peter to pull out a short 
distance from the shore while he continued to teach.  He 
then told Peter to pull out to deeper water and lower the 
nets for a catch.  The hesitant fishermen, who had caught 
nothing all night, lowered their nets and the nets were 
filled to the breaking point with fish.  Confronted with 
this power of Jesus, Peter fell to his knees and said, ―leave 
me, Lord, I am a sinful man.‖  The same presence of  the 
Lord that made Peter recognize his own weakness also 
empowered him.  Jesus said to Peter, ―Do not be afraid.‖  
With that the men left everything and followed Jesus. 
 In each of the three readings next Sunday, God re-
veals the same message:  when we meet God we recog-
nize both our own weakness and the power of God.  Into 
this experience of ourselves God speaks the words, 
ñDonôt be afraid, follow me.ò
