PASTORAL PERSPECTIVES 

On Sunday evening, January 24th, our  

Cathedral Youth Group, along with teens from other 

communities, gathered at the Cathedral for a ―Teen 

Prayer for Peace.‖ The evening had been put to-

gether by our Youth Group as an opportunity to pray 

for the end of violence which at times seems so en-

demic to our community. Some members of the 

group knew a recent young victim of violence who 

had died near the home of a friend. They decided 

they had to do something. 

 

The Prayer Service they conducted consisted 

of a series of prayers for peace, led by individual 

members of the Youth Group. These prayers had 

been used by Pope John Paul II and representatives 

of many other religions at Assisi in 1986. After read-

ing the prayer, each teen lit a candle of hope in the 

sanctuary. In a profound way, the prayers reminded 

us of the urging that is within all humanity for 

peaceful existence among people. After each prayer 

we joined in singing the chorus: ―Goodness is 

stronger than evil. Love is stronger than hate. Light 

is stronger than darkness. Life is stronger than 

death.‖ Belinda Brasley, our Youth Ministry Coordi-

nator, shared a reflection with the assembly, explain-

ing the origin of the service – the need felt by the 

youth to take action after experiencing so much vio-

lence in our city – and the need for all of us to take 

action. 

  

To conclude the service, everyone present was 

invited to come forward and to take a stone – some-

thing which can be used for violence or for building. 

They also have a ripple effect when thrown into the 

water. We were reminded about how our actions – 

for good or evil – can have a rippling effect on  

others and on society.

 Isaiah felt insignificant and unworthy to do God’s 

work, yet God reached out to him with love and mercy.

When the nets were filled to capacity, Simon expressed 

his sorrow for having doubted.  Jesus responded with love 

and mercy and invited Simon and his partners to follow 

him.

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR NEXT SUNDAY 
 Next Sunday, February 14th,  Sixth Sunday in  
Ordinary Time.  The readings will be: Jeremiah 17:5-8; 1 
Corinthians 15: 12, 16-20; and Luke 6:17, 20-26. 
 In the Gospel next Sunday we hear Luke’s account of 
Jesus’ teaching of the Beatitudes.  It is very similar to 
Matthew’s account, but Luke records a list of ―woes‖ that 
underscores the meaning and importance of the beati-
tudes.  Jesus says ―blessed are you who are poor … who 
are hungry .. Who weep now‖ and he says ―woe to you 
who are rich … who are full … who are laughing now.‖ 
 Jesus does not want people to be miserable in this 
life.  But he points to the things that can keep a person 
from knowing and loving God.  Those who are rich and 
full and entertained are in a position to feel very self-
satisfied, very unaware of their need for God or their re-
sponsibilities to others in need. 
 But when one is poor and hungry and sorrowful, one 
has a feeling of solidarity and concern for others in need.  
A person is also in a good position to become aware of 
his or her need for God. 
 To be reminded of oneôs utter dependence on God is 
to be blessed.  As one scholar put it ―Luke is not suggest-
ing that God would like you better if you closed your 
bank account and gave away your house.  What he is say-
ing is God delights in being the salvation of the one in 
need.‖
