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PASTORAL PERSPECTIVES 

 I would hazard a guess that most people have, at one 

time or another fantasized about coming into a large sum of 

money and what they would do with it. It might be after 

buying  a lottery ticket or picturing the Publisher’s Clear-

ing House truck stopping at your house or imagining your-

self sitting in that seat on the Millionaire TV show and say-

ing, ―Yes, that is my final answer.‖ Or watching another 

TV series and making a ―deal or no deal’ and making the 

right deal. We may pick different amounts – what would I 

do if, right now, I had $30,000,000, or $300,000, or 

$30,000 just fall out of the sky and into my life. Visions of 

paid off house mortgages, paid off car loans or maybe stu-

dent loans, and travel come into the mind along with even 

more mundane things like a new refrigerator. So do other 

things like helping out our children and family and friends 

and church and those in need. We daydream about what 

we would do, how we would live, and what would change 

in our lives. 

 We have bought into the conventional wisdom that we 

can solve our worries in the here and now – it does not 

have to be the big lottery winner --- just a a few thousand 

dollars more and we could eliminate much worry from our 

lives. 

 Each of the three readings today is an affront to con-

ventional wisdom that money can solve our worry and 

problems. Jeremiah tells us not to trust in human efforts,  

but to trust in God. In Paul’s letter, the Christian teaching 

about the resurrection of the body insulted the common 

sense of the Corinthian community. In the gospel of Luke,

the beatitudes completely reverse our conventional aspira-

tions: ―happy the poor,‖ ―happy are those who hunger 

now,‖ ―happy are those who weep.‖ 

 It is hard to unlearn the conventional wisdom. But I 

have met some remarkable parishioners who have been 

challenged about conventional wisdom about life – and 

when faced with, for example, a terminal illness diagnosis, 

after the initial shock, have settled into a wonderful sense 

of peace – because they have been forced to face the real-

ity of this life and what is really important to them – 

things like family and friends and relationships that they 

have perhaps taken for granted. 

 This is one reason why periods of loss, crisis, and 

change are so difficult. The death of a loved one, the loss 

of a job, a major illness – all these events force us out of 

comfortable routine and conventional ways. Crisis forces 

us to look upon our lives in a new way. 

 Who has not, at some moment in life said, ―God, if 

you would just ______? If we have a major illness and 

begin to think about life in a bed of pain, and consider all 

the things you consider important and how they don’t now 

seem to matter, you may make mental decisions to change 

yourself. ―God, of you would just heal me – now I know 

what is truly important. If I can get over this illness, this 

injury, I will change my life. We may make a list of 

changes: time in material gain would be spent it on spiri-

tual gain. Time at work or time watching TV would go 

down and time for relationships with family and friends 

and God would increase.  Then, we get well. Then our 

best intentions fade and we once again move into lives of 

conventional wisdom. We let the lessons – that what is 

truly important in life is what stirs our souls, not what 

comforts our bodies- just drop away. 

 Jesus calls us in today’s scripture to choose how we 

invest our lives. He says: ―But woe to you rich, for your 

consolation is now. Woe to you who are full; you shall go 

hungry. 

 Jesus’ way of life involves the important things – like 

love, forgiveness, kindness, mercy, honesty… 

 It is a life of unconventional wisdom where only the 

richness of your soul and the contents of your heart are 

counted. 

Thought for the week: There are few things more  

 powerful than the right word spoken at the right time. 

Smile for the week: Teacher to class: ―If you had one 

dollar, and you asked your father for another, how 

many dollars would you have?‖ Teresa: ―One dollar.‖ 

Teacher: ―You don’t know your math.‖ Teresa: ―You 

don’t know my father!‖

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR NEXT SUNDAY 
 Next Sunday, February 21st,  is the 1st Sunday in  
Lent.  The readings will be: Deuteronomy 26:4-11; Ro-
mans 10:8-13; and Luke 4:1-13. 
 Lent is a time to focus on the meaning of Baptism and 
conversion.  It is a time to think about the effect of our 
Baptism; what does it mean to share the life of Christ?  
How do we ―convert‖ or conform our life to Christ’s in an 
ongoing way?  Our Lenten readings will encourage this 
reflection. 
 The first reading is from the book of Deuteronomy.  
Deuteronomy is the fifth book in the Old Testament.  This 
book is basically a series of addresses or talks given by 
Moses to the people of Israel at the end of their long, 40-
year journey in the desert, just as they were about to enter 
the land of Canaan.  Moses reviews the events of the past 
40 years, reminds the people of God’s faithfulness, of the 
meaning of their covenant with God and the role of the 
commandments in helping the people fulfill their obliga-
tions to God—just as he has been attentive to them. 
 Moses lived about 1200 years before Jesus.  So, we 
are reminded of our very real connection to the past.  
Over 3000 years separate us, but we each, in turn, take 
our place in God’s amazing plan of salvation. 
 Our Gospel reading next week is from Luke.  It is the 
story of Jesus’ 40 days in the desert and his temptation by 
the devil.  It is also the story of Jesus’ personal relation-
ship with God.  The scripture tells us that Jesus was ―full 
of the Holy Spirit.‖  Each time the devil tempted Jesus, 
Jesus responded with God’s will.  And the devil finally 
left him ―to await another opportunity.‖ 
 It is interesting to note that each time Jesus spoke to 
the devil he quoted the book of Deuteronomy.  It was im-
portant to Luke, in his day, to record those words so the 
Christians would understand their connection to Moses 
and the people of Israel.  It is also good for us to consider 
the providence of God which, over millennia, calls all of 
us to Himself.

LITURGY CORNER

for the various liturgical seasons with the help frequently 

of other parishioners. 

 What is meant by this first piece of work?  Isn’t the 

liturgy just set and the same for all?  The answer to that is 

yes and no.  Yes, the liturgy follows the format and regu-

lations that come from Rome to us through our bishops.  

The official liturgical books of the Church provide us 

with a framework for the liturgy but there are also many 

issues that arise that affect a parish particularly that could 

never be covered in books that are meant for the universal 

church.  Items such as the manner and number of times 

for the training of liturgical ministers, the age of acolytes, 

the manner in which Holy Communion will be distrib-

uted, where will the lectors sit, etc, are things which are 

peculiar to each parish setting and it is these things that 

the liturgy committee and the pastoral staff work on to-

gether to make possible the best experience of public 

prayer for the parish.
