Pastoral Perspectives

Several weeks ago, Sr. Marlena Roeger of
the Congregation of the Sisters of St. Joseph
visited our parish community to share with us
about the ministry of the Sisters of her order to
the people of Brazil. Typically, you were very generous in
contributing to the good work being done by the women
religious in Brazil as well as the ministry being done in Chile
by the Sisters of Mercy. Sr. Marlena brought with her several
photos that showed the work of the Sisters and she also left
copies of the book 7he Good Rain written by another local
woman religious, Sr. Margaret Brennan. This publication is a
fascinating history of the work of the Sisters of St. Joseph in
Brazil.

The journey to Brazil began in 1959 when the bishops of
Latin America brought their concerns to Pope John XXIII about
the serious and myriad challenges they faced, including terrible
poverty, economic devastation and the lack of viable parish
communities and solid religious education. The pope,
responding to what seemed a serious and urgent need, issued a
powerful challenge in 1961 to the religious major superiors
throughout the Catholic Church: to send 10% of their
membership to Latin America by the end of the decade.

In August of 1961, Mother Helene Garvey after
consultation with her General Council notified the Holy See of
their commitment to send four sisters to Latin America in 1962.
Although it would take more times and many meetings and trips
to Latin America, it was finally determined that the
Congregation would accept a mission to the Jatai Diocese in
Brazil. On April 14, 1964 hundreds of Sisters, families, co-
workers and friends gathered at Sacred Heart Cathedral as
Bishop James Kearney celebrated a departure ceremony for the

five Sisters who would begin the new mission to Brazil.

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The remaining chapters of 7he Good Rain recounts the
courage and enthusiasm of these sisters as well as the many
other sisters who followed them into unchartered waters,
beginning with their work in Mateira. Learning a new
language, acclimating into an entirely different culture,
coping with the extreme poverty were just a few of their
initial challenges. They began with home visits, assisting in
sacramental celebrations, parish census, and visiting schools
which they would soon be directing. Gradually but surely,
the sisters forged deep bonds of friendship and a great love
for the people they came to know and serve.

We can be most grateful for the women religious from
the Diocese of Rochester who have done such an
outstanding job of ministry and service in Latin America.
They remind us by their presence here in our own area, of
the commitment we all are invited to nourish for service to
the poor and those in need. As Bishop Clark has stated:
“Religious congregations are an integral part of the local
church in which they exist, so their activities outside of the
area are also part of that church. The presence of our Sisters
in Brazil is an expression of the faith of all of our people
here.”

Please plan on joining us here at the cathedral, Friday
evening September 9 at 7:00 p.m. as Bishop Clark leads us
in Evening Prayer to celebrate and thank the women

religious of our diocese for their wonderful witness and

faith.

4 Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, September 11, 2011, is the 24"
Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings will
be Sirach 27:30-28:7; Romans 14:7-9; and Matthew
18:21-35.

Next Sunday is also the 10™ anniversary of the
September 11™ tragedy. The prescribed readings,
worldwide, for the 24" Sunday in Ordinary Time during
Cycle A could not be more perfect for that remembrance.
From the first line of the first reading, “wrath and anger
are hateful things,” to the last line of the Gospel, ...
unless each of you forgives your brother from your
heart,” we are challenged to understand the mercy God
shows us and the forgiveness required of a disciple of
Christ.

In the Gospel reading, Peter asks Jesus how often he
must forgive and Jesus replies that he must forgive “not
seven times but seventy-seven times.” The number
seven represented completeness; seventy-seven would
have indicated forgiveness without end. Jesus goes on to
tell the parable of the unforgiving servant who, having
begged and received forgiveness from his master, in turn
sends to prison one who cannot repay him. Jesus teaches
us the difference between debt forgiveness and the divine
mercy that is always ready to forgive without retribution.

The Old Testament reading from Sirach suggests that,
by nature, human beings find it hard to let go of the
injustices they suffer; vengeance seems to offer
satisfaction for those injustices. But those who have
experienced God’s mercy and wish to follow Christ must
learn to forgive and be merciful. Sirach suggests that
thinking about the end of one’s life can be helpful in
choosing forgiveness. What do I choose for my legacy,
hatred and vengeance or forgiveness and mercy? When [
stand before my loving God, what story of my life will I
wish to be able tell?

LITURGY CORNER

Just like many
other areas of study,
the liturgy has its own

set of abbreviations that we can find often in
written and also spoken articles or books or
talks about the liturgy. These abbreviations
serve as a short hand for those who are writing
or speaking about various subjects of the
liturgy and often are used with folks who do
not understand what they mean. That is
certainly the case when we speak of the newly
translated prayer texts for the Roman Missal,
3" edition. Here is a listing of the more
important of these abbreviations that make up
the liturgical alphabet soup.

CDWDS — The Congregation on Divine
Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments.
This is the office in the Vatican who handles all
decisions concerning the liturgy as well as the
celebration of the sacraments, which, of course,
are also liturgical rites. In the issue of the
Roman Missal, this office has the final say on
the translations of prayer and scripture texts for
any country. These vernacular texts must be
submitted to this office for the permission for
use called the “recognitio.”

USCCB — The United States Conference
of Catholic Bishops. This organization is
comprised of all the active Bishops in the
United States. They meet twice a year for
prayer, discussion and voting on issues that
face the church. They are assisted in their work
by a Secretariat that is comprised of different
areas of work staffed by professionals in those
particular fields.

BCDW — The Bishops Committee on
Divine Worship. Recently renamed from the
BCL, the Bishops Committee on the Liturgy.
This is the office of the Secretariat which is
responsible for the correct celebration of the
liturgy here in the United States.  The
committee is comprised of bishops and some
advisors and are assisted in their work by an
office staff of professionals in the area of
liturgy. It has been their responsibility to assist
in the translation of the Missal prayers and
prepare for the implementation of this 3
edition of the Roman Missal.

ICEL — The International Committee on
English in the Liturgy.  This group is
comprised of Bishops from all the countries for
whom English is the official English language,
i.e., England, Scotland, Wales, Ireland,
Australia, New Zealand, Canada, the United
States, India, the Philippines and South Africa.
The bishops are supported by a staff of
liturgists, translators, editors and writers. This
Committee is responsible for translating the
Latin prayer texts into English for our liturgical
use. They are the ones who have prepared
these new translations that we will soon begin
to use. Their work then goes to the USCCB for
approval and then to the CDWDS for the final
recognitio.
