 Pastoral Perspectives    

  

 Once upon a time a mother mouse was 

leading her three baby mice across a busy 

intersection… As she stepped off the curb she 

looked both ways, saw that no cars were 

coming and beckoned her three little ones to 

follow her.  As they proceeded, with mother 

mouse in front and three little mice trailing behind, all was 

going well until, suddenly, a great big cat stepped off the curb. 

Closer and closer to the mice crept the big cat, but it wasn’t 

until the mother mouse stepped off the opposite curb that she 

saw the danger. Already the cat had assumed the stalking 

position and was ready to pounce on the little mice. The mother 

mouse stopped dead in her tracks and began glaring at the cat. 

The cat glared right back at her. As they were eye-balling each 

other, the mother mouse let out a terrific “woof!” – a perfect 

German Shepherd imitation. And immediately, a very 

frightened cat turned tail and ran away at top speed. 

Whereupon, the mother mouse turned to her little ones and said, 

“Didn’t I tell you that a second language would come in 

handy?” 

 When it comes to the Gospel Truth about money, there are 

no second language possibilities. In the Gospels Jesus talks 

about money in the language of love. And, try as we may, we 

cannot translate the language of love into the language of greed. 

No one can – not the enemies of Jesus, nor the followers of 

Jesus.  

 It has been said that human beings are like tea bags. “You 

don’t know how strong there are until they’re in hot water.”  

 Jesus had much to say about the things that get us human 

beings into hot water. And topping the list was money. Jesus 

understood the uses of money. And he spoke about the subject 

very often. But he never denounced money in itself, as an evil 

thing. Rather, it was a certain attitude toward money – that 

Jesus condemned. “For where your treasure is, “He said, “there 

will your heart be also. And then he added, “No one can be the 

slave of two masters: he will either hate the first and love the 

second, or treat the first with respect and the second with scorn. 

You cannot be the slave both of God and money (Mt. 6:24). 

 In a Peanuts comic strip, Lucy and Charlie Brown are 

engaged in earnest conversation about the meaning of life. Lucy 

feels that it’s a matter of one’s perspective. She says, “Life is 

like a deck chair. Some people place it so they can see where 

they are going. Some people place it so they can see where 

they’ve been. And some people place it so they can see where

they are now. “Charlie ponders Lucy’s little discourse and 

then replies, “I can’t even get mine unfolded.” 

 We all have the desire to find genuine meaning for our 

lives – but often we can’t seem to get our chairs “unfolded,” 

so to speak. Yet Jesus made it clear that the only way we 

can find meaning for our lives is through God.  

 Jesus was once in the temple area and saw people 

putting their money into one of the thirteen treasury boxes 

each designating a special cause. He saw the people putting 

in their money, and he heard the tinkle of coins when they 

were dropped into one of the thirteen boxes. He saw that 

most of the people who were bringing the money were 

merely contributing out of their abundance. And then a poor 

widow came along and dropped in two copper coins. Jesus 

apparently knew something of her background because He 

said this woman had put in more than the rest. It was only 

two copper coins with very minimal value, but it was this 

woman’s entire treasure. She was giving of herself, 

unconditionally to God through this gift of all she 

possessed. That’s how she felt about God and that is what 

made the difference. Each week when you come to church 

you can give part of yourself to God in this way. And you 

don’t have to look long and hard to find actual conditions of 

human misery and human suffering that can be alleviated by 

the gift of some part of yourself or your money. Give to 

God the things that are God’s and, in so doing, you will be 

giving to God, freely and lovingly, the things that are yours.

 Next Sunday, October 23, 2011, is the 

30

th

 Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The readings 

will be Exodus 22:20-26; 1 Thessalonians 1:5c-10; and 

Matthew 22:34-40. 

 Again in next Sunday’s Gospel, the Pharisees try to 

discredit Jesus.   Jewish law had developed 615 

commandments out of the first five books of the Bible 

and the Pharisees asked Jesus to identify the greatest of 

them.  They hoped his answer would alienate one 

group or another.  Instead, Jesus gave them more than 

they asked for, naming his two top priorities.   “You 

shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with 

all your soul, and with all your mind…” and “You shall 

love your neighbor as yourself.”  His answer 

summarized all of the law and the teaching of the 

prophets,  and expressed it in a positive way.  Rather 

than stating something that shouldn’t be done, Jesus’ 

answer defined a moral standard for all who would 

follow him. 

 The first commandment places God at the center of 

life, the second commandment reminds us what is 

important to God:  that we love one another as God 

loves us, remembering that our neighbor is anyone in 

need and being especially mindful of the most 

vulnerable among us.  We are challenged to live a 

balance of prayerful devotion and service.

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One of the most 

obvious examples of 

the newly translated 

prayers of the Roman Missal is also one 

that best demonstrates the guidelines of 

translating with literal equivalency.  

Starting with the 1

st

 Sunday of Advent, 

when the celebrant says, “The Lord be 

with you,” we will respond, “And with 

your spirit,” instead of, “And also with 

you.” 

 Looking at the base Latin text, we can 

immediately understand the rationale for 

this change.  The Latin phrase, “Et cum 

spiritu tuo,” is most accurately translated 

literally as et – and, cum – with, spiritu tuo 

– your spirit.   

 This translation restores the literal 

accuracy of the response but in doing so, it 

also restores the response to its biblical 

roots and its historical usage.  This 

greeting of the people can be found in the 

writings from the 4

th

 century such as the 

Apostolic Tradition, St. Augustine and St. 

John Chrysostom.  Indeed the use of 

“spirit” in the greeting and response 

actually can be found in St. Paul when he 

prays that Jesus would be with the spirit of 

all of us.  At the Ascension, Jesus 

promised to always be with his followers.  

Many times we see in the conclusion of 

Paul’s letters the words that pray that the 

spirit will be with the community, that the 

community then as now will have the 

same mind (spirit) as was in Jesus so that 

all our deeds are done in the name of the 

Lord. 

 Perhaps as we begin to use this newly 

translated response, we will think of it not 

only as a greeting but also as a statement 

between celebrant and assembly of our 

work and prayer in the spirit and name of 

the Lord Jesus Christ.
