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Pastoral Perspectives

There was a woman recently hovering
between life and death in a hospital intensive
care unit. From time to time she would awaken
to the "blips" and "beeps" of the monitoring
machine, and the steady "whoosh, whoosh" of the respirator.

The family visits the hospital four times a day. And, as they
stand by the bedside hour after hour, they hold their beloved's
hand and stroke her hair. As they draw close to each other, they
can be heard to say, "we'll all be alright, as long as we stick
together.”

They know, in their heart-of-hearts, what is sustaining
them, day-after-day and week-after-week. They know, in their
heart-of hearts, that it is the Spirit of Christ that gives them life,
even as they are confronted with the painful fact of death
looming ever closer.

In their heart-of-hearts they experience the sustaining grace
of a gracious God who gives meaning to it all. In their heart of
hearts, they know that the "Kingdom of Heaven is at hand."

As believers, we try to get in touch with the Presence of
God in our lives. We try to get in touch with the Kingdom of
Heaven as something more than a concept or a mere idea. We
try to become aware of the presence of God as something that
penetrates our inmost being. We want the kingdom of God to
touch us inwardly.

For true believers, it is not enough to know about God. It is
not enough to know God intellectually. The God who saves us,
the God who liberates us from the bondage of aimlessness and
absurdity, is the God who is present to us at the deepest level of
our being.

Where is the kingdom? Why can't we see it yet? So many
people among us, and all around us, seem to find little cause for
rejoicing in the lives they are living. What they discover and
rediscover is that the quest for happiness, apart from God
inevitably leads to boredom...frustration...and depression.
Sometimes even to the disintegration of marriages and families.

What we need to continuously discover and rediscover is
that money, after all, isn't really what life is all about; that fame

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or power isn't really what life is all about.

What they need to discover and rediscover is that the
"eat, drink and be merry" attitude is not really what life is
all about.

Jesus wants us to discover and rediscover that God is
what life is all about; that accepting God's love and entering
into a lifelong love affair with God is really what life is all
about.

By accepting God's love for us in this way, we become
whole persons. We get it all together. We become the
uniquely beautiful persons God created us to be. And out of
this getting-it — all togetherness, comes the strength to love
others in a life-enhancing way - not manipulating them, not
trying to dominate and control them, not trying to take life
from them, not trying to use them.

We can do this with our lives, but only if they are
founded on the solid rock of a loving relationship with God.
In doing this, we are able to experience deep within
ourselves, that truly, the Kingdom of God is close at hand.

God has taken the initiative. God gives himself to us
and when we begin to rejoice in the discovery of what God's
presence feels like deep within us, we simultaneously begin
to discover how to rejoice in our relationships with others.

about your need to be critical.

e Smile for the week: The children were lined up in the
cafeteria of a Catholic elementary school for lunch. At
the head of the table was a large pile of apples. The nun
made a note and posted on the apple tray: Take only
ONE ... God is watching. Moving further along the
lunch line, at the other end of the table was a large pile
of chocolate chip cookies. A child had written a note:
“Take all you want. God is watching the apples.”

Scripture Study for Next Sunday

T Next Sunday, July 17, 2011, is the

Sixteenth Sunday of Ordinary Time. The
readings will be Wisdom 12:13, 16-19; Romans 8:
26-27; and Matthew 13:24-43.

All three readings next Sunday reflect God’s
deep desire to have the relationship with us that
was planned from the very beginning. Though we
human beings did not cooperate with the original
plan, God does not give up on us and encourages
us to believe and hope in the kingdom of God,
already begun through the death and resurrection
of Jesus. Next Sunday’s readings reveal God’s
encouragement and assistance.

Our Old Testament reading from the Book of
Wisdom speaks of the connection between God’s
power and his care for us. The author says to God
“you gave your children good ground for hope that
you would permit repentance for their sins.”
Though God is all powerful, he is master over his
own power, using it with kindness and justice.
God uses his power for goodness, not to intimidate
us, and in fact “rebukes temerity” in those who
know him, judging with clemency and offering
leniency to all.

The reading from St. Paul says simply “the
Spirit comes to the aid of our weakness.” God
wants us to succeed; God wants us in relationship.
And so God’s own Spirit joins ours, helping us to
pray, teaching us to talk to God.

And in the Gospel, Jesus uses parables (stories)
in order to “announce what has lain hidden from
the foundation of the world.” The kingdom of God
is not a secret; it is for all. Jesus uses stories to
help us understand God’s kingdom. It is like a
mustard seed - the smallest of seeds that grows into
the largest of plants. The kingdom begins small
but grows to welcome all who wish to live in it.
The kingdom is like the yeast which is added to
flour and causes the loaf of bread to rise and
expand. And the kingdom is like the field full of
good wheat, that, until the harvest, is mixed with
weeds. God is patient with us, encourages and
assists us. God’s wants us to be part of the
kingdom where we will discover our truest selves,
our deepest happiness and friendship with the one
who created us.
