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Pastoral Perspectives

"Master," asks an attorney for the
Pharisees,” which is the greatest
commandment of the Law?" This question
might seem harmless to us today, but it was a
verbal hand grenade with the pin pulled out
and ticking. For centuries, the Jews had been
arguing about this very question. If it was their lucky day, Jesus
would give an unpopular response. The crowd would turn
against him and he would become history.

Legal experts of civil law will tell us that one of the
problems with laws is that there are too many of them.
Legislative dockets are constantly bulging with bills and
amendments, and amendments to amendments straining the
legal system. To aggravate the problem, there are thousands
upon thousands of old laws kept on the books, which have long
since lost any semblance of meaning or purpose. For example,
until recently, the State of Maryland had on its books a law
making it illegal to hold one's nose longer than a second. North
Carolina law made it illegal to plow a cotton field with an
elephant. In Portland, Oregon, it has been against the law to
roller skate in a public restroom. Inserting pennies in your ear
was a violation of Hawaii law. A Kentucky law prohibited

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appearing on a highway unless you were carrying a club.

The Church, which has its own laws, like civil society
must be careful that it does not give in to excessive
legalism, the propensity to approach every human problem,
every human aberration, every human endeavor
legalistically. St Paul can be a great help for us in
appreciating law - God's law in our lives. It is clear that a
monumental transformation took place in Paul's life as a
result of his incredible experience of Jesus Christ on the
road to Damascus. "He who had set me apart before I was
born, and had called me through his grace, was pleased to
reveal his Son to me, in order that I might preach him
among the Gentiles" (Gal 1:15-16). Paul goes so far as to
say that whatever he had previously considered important,
he now considers as "loss" for the sake of Christ. (Phil 3:8).

Perhaps the best way to describe the fundamental shift
that took place in Paul's life is to say that he became
"Christ-centered in all things." Like all of us, Paul was
involved in a variety of activities. Since he was often
travelling, composing letters, settling disputes, answering
theological problems, suffering all kinds of hardship, Paul's
life, somewhat like or own, was varied and hectic.
Nevertheless, his life was anything but "scattered.” In the
midst of his missionary activity and all that this involved,
Paul's life remained forever centered on the risen Lord. He
viewed all aspects of his life in the light of his relationship
with Christ Jesus, whom he describes as he "who loved me
and gave himself to me."

It was Paul's conversion to Christ, which enabled him to
see the role of law in his life. It was the law that told
humanity what sin was; and it was the law that would drive
a person to the grace of God. The law shows us our
helplessness and our need for God's grace. It shows us that
the greatest law is loving God and loving our neighbor as
we love ourselves.

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Next Sunday, October 30, 2011, is the
31% Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings
will be Malachi 1:14b-2:2b, 8-10; 1 Thessalonians
2:7b-9,13; and Matthew 23:1-12.

Next Sunday’s readings make a distinction
between the message and the messenger. They point to
the grave responsibility that God’s “messengers” have
to convey the message without distracting others by
their own bad behavior.

The Old Testament prophet Malachi relates God’s
words to the priests of Israel, “’You have turned aside
from the way, and have caused many to falter by your
instruction.” Speaking about the scribes and Pharisees,
Jesus says “they preach but they do not practice...they
widen their phylacteries and lengthen their tassels
[symbols of religious devotion]...they love places of
honor...their works are performed to be seen.”

The message of Jesus is one of humble service to
neighbor, witnessing to and conveying the love that
God has for every human being. This message and
work is not only the responsibility of the ordained, but
of each of us, the baptized. Our readings challenge us
to consider the impact of our personal actions and
attitudes. It is not enough to tell others about Christ; we
know that “actions speak louder than words.” It is
more helpful to let others see, by the way we live our
lives, that knowing Christ makes a difference to us and
to our community. Tertullian, an early theologian, said
“...it is mainly the deeds of a love so noble that lead
many to put a brand upon us. See, they say, how they
love one another... .” Our readings ask us to
remember that our own sinfulness and selfishness can
stand between God’s love and our neighbor, and to try
not to let that happen!

Sy lectdie Rites, the

proclamation and
response which was noted in last
week’s bulletin sees its first usage.
There are several various phrases by
which the presider may welcome the
assembly. He may say, “The grace of
our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of
God, and the communion of the Holy
Spirit be with you all,” or “Grace to
you and peace from God our Father
and the Lord Jesus Christ,” or the most
simple of them all, “The Lord be with
you.” The assembly then responds
“And with your spirit.”

Following the Greeting comes the
Penitential Act. This is an opportunity
for all assembled to acknowledge that
during the past week there have been
times when they have not fully lived
the Christian life and indeed have
injured others by their sin. Before
going any further with the Mass, the
presider calls us to remember those
occasions, bringing them forward in
our minds so that we may not only
remember them but also ask for
forgiveness.

In this 3™ edition of the Roman
Missal, the Confiteor or “I confess to
Almighty God” has been given first
place in the order of variations
possible for this time. This prayer was
once a part of the private prayers said
at the foot of the altar. It is given this
position in the list because it is a more
powerful prayer reminding us of our
need to seek forgiveness. The prayer
is more accurately translated and also
returned is the direction for all to
“strike their breast,” as they say,
“through my fault, through my fault,
through my most grievous fault,” as a
way of reminding ourselves of how
our sin affects not only ourselves but
those around us. We do this in word
and in action.
