Pastoral Perspectives

A woman and a man who had been
married for twenty-five years were looking
through the family photo album. As the
pictures took them back through the years, the
wife began commenting on how much hair the
husband used to have and how handsome it
made him look. Later, the husband saw an ad that read:
“Miracle formula. Will cover bald spots in twenty-four hours.”
Excited and curious both, he called the manufacturer. “How can
you cover my bald spot in twenty-four hours?” he asked.
“We’ve got a patented miracle formula,” came the reply. “It’s
basically a mixture of persimmon and alum.” The caller was
skeptical. “You mean that will grow hair?” he asked. “No”
came the reply, “it doesn’t grow hair. What it does is shrink
your head to fit what you have.

“A thing of beauty,” wrote John Keats, “is a joy forever.”
Someone has written that as Christians we should love beauty.

Cé»‘* Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, November 6, 2011, is the
32™ Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings
will be Wisdom 6:12-16; 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18; and
Matthew 25:1-13.

As we approach the end of the liturgical year, our
readings include themes such as the end of life, the end
of time, and the kingdom to come. The Church refers
to this topic as eschatology. Next weekend’s readings
challenge us to understand that readiness and
preparedness are required of those who wish to accept
the salvation Jesus offers and to join him in the
kingdom of heaven.

In the parable of the ten virgins, five have wisely
brought extra oil for their lamps in case the bridegroom
is delayed. Five others have not brought extra oil. All
ten virgins fell asleep as they waited for the delayed
bridegroom. When awakened upon his approach, those
who had prepared themselves were ready to trim and
refill their lamps and go out to greet him, the others
could only watch their lamps going out. Wisdom and
understanding dictate that important events must be
thought through and prepared for; important
relationships must be nurtured. The parable says that
all ten virgins fell asleep. That was understandable.
What the bridegroom could not accept was the lack of
concern and preparation shown by those without oil.

Jesus wants us to be spiritually aware throughout
our lives, to come to know him better each day and,
therefore, be ready to meet him whenever our final day
comes. The first reading describes the Wisdom that
will help us to live prepared lives. The scripture assures
us that “wisdom...is readily perceived by those who
love her, found by those who seek her...she seek][s]
those worthy of her, and graciously appears to them...”
God sends Wisdom to help us to truly know God and
his son, Jesus. We are to be alert and interactive with
Wisdom as we wait to meet the Lord face to face.

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LITURGY CORNER

The Gloria is one

of the most ancient

hymns  of  the
Church. Evidence of its existence and
use can be found in the documents of
the early Christian centuries, such as the
Apostolic  Constitutions, an ancient
collection of prayers used at the
Eucharist.  Using the line that was
recorded in the Gospels that the angels
sang over the stable at Christ’s birth,
“Glory to God in the highest,” the hymn
goes on with phrases that describe our
praise of God and our thankfulness to
God for all that God has done for us.

The Gloria is meant to be used in
our Eucharistic celebrations on Sundays
and holydays, as well as on festival
occasions. We do not use the Gloria
during the seasons of Advent and Lent,
as those are more penitential in nature.
During Advent, we wait in hope for the
coming of the Lord. The mood is one of
anticipation and during Lent we prepare
for the Triduum when we celebrate the
death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.
The Gloria is meant to be sung as it is a
hymn.

In the new translation that we will
begin to use soon the Gloria has seen
some minimal change. Because of the
principle of literal equivalency, you will
find that the word order is slightly
changed. While unfamiliar to us at the
moment, we will find that this new
translation is very easy to sing because
of this new order of words. The
defining characteristics of our praise of
God is divided into several sections
climaxing with the words, “For you
alone are the Holy One, you alone are
the Lord, You alone are the Most
High...«

In these next weeks we will be
singing this new Gloria, so that we are
acquainted with it. Then we will put it
aside during the season of Advent and
be prepared to bring it back at our
Christmas celebrations.

HYDROFRACKING UPDATE

The New York State Dept. of
Environmental Conservation has
released its draft review (SGEIS) and
regulations on the process of horizontal
high volume hydraulic fracturing
(HVHHEF). These documents are
important to protecting our people,
water and communities. The public
comment period ends December 12
and thousands of comments must be
considered before completing the
process. The DEC proposes to permit
drilling before the regulations are in
place. This could lead to exceptions or
the bending of the rules at the drill site.
A petition to New York State Senator
Dean Skelos and Assemblyman Sheldon
Silver to finalize regulations before
permitting horizontal fracking is
available for signing in the narthex after
Masses this weekend. Please stop by for
information and resources to learn
more about hydrofracking.
