The legendary Hollywood motion picture
executive, Samuel Goldwyn, was one of those
people that “saves” everything. Through the
years, he refused to allow his staff to throw
anything away. His secretary began to get the feeling that she
was drowning in the stacks of old telephone messages, letters
and inter-office memos that were piled everywhere in the
office. Consequently, in desperation, she pleaded with
Goldwyn: “Please,” she said, “Won’t you allow me to throw
away the memos and letters that are more than ten-years-old?
To which Samuel Goldwyn replied: “All right. But don’t forget
to make a copy before you do.”

“Copy Me!” To copy Jesus is what we Christians are being
asked to do with our lives. We are being asked to respond to
God totally, as Jesus did; to bring every part of our being into
our relationship with God. We are being asked to freely and
joyfully say to God, “Lord, I love you with my whole being, in
imitation of Christ. [ will do your will in all things, in imitation
of Christ. [ will place my complete trust in the Resurrection
Power of Your Love to bring me to fulfillment, in imitation of
Christ. I will commit my life to a ministry of loving service,
even unto the least of my brothers and sisters, in imitation of
Christ.

We are asked by the evangelists to reflect on the identity of
Jesus. Jesus’ question concerning his identity — Who do people
say that [ am?” — has nothing to do with fingerprints, height,

weight, color of skin, hair, eyes or date of birth. Jesus’ question

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is not addressed to His followers’ senses alone; how do |
look? How do I sound? How do I feel? Jesus’ question is
addressed to the “heart” which in biblical terms, means the
“whole” person.

Jesus is asking: “What does my life and presence mean
to your life?” “What is your understanding of my mission?”
“Why do you follow me wherever I go?” “Why do you
listen to my preaching and teaching?” “What do I mean to
you?” “What do you mean to me?” These are the kinds of
questions Jesus implies in those six little words, “Who do
you say that [ am?” And Peter appears to be the only one
prepared to answer. Remarkably, he sums up his perfect
answer in the simple little phrase, “You are the Christ.”

At age ninety-three, Pablo Casals, perhaps the greatest
violinist of all time, was still practicing his instrument five
or six hours a day. When someone asked “Pablo, why do
you still practice the cello every day?” Pablo replied,
“Because I think I am making progress.”

In that same spirit we follow Jesus in His ministry of
service. You make some progress every day in doing the
Lord’s work. You make some progress every day in serving
others in Jesus’ Name. You make some progress every day
in liberating the souls of those who are imprisoned by hate
and prejudice. You make some progress every day in
enlarging the hearts of those who are obsessed with the
acquisition of money and things. You make some progress
every day in seeing your own life and the lives of all of our
sisters and brothers everywhere, in the perspective of our
Lord Jesus Christ who came not to be served but to serve.

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4 Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, September 18, 2001, is the
25th Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings
will be Isaiah 55:6-9; Philippians 1:20c-24,27a; and
Matthew 20:1-16a.

Next Sunday’s Old Testament reading from Isaiah
and Gospel reading from Matthew both express the fact
that God’s ways are not our ways. A God-given world
order exists with which we are familiar and expected to
cooperate (we are to do right by others, to be just, etc.)
God is present in that human order but God also
transcends it. God always exceeds the basics in ways
that are sometimes difficult to grasp. The landowner in
Jesus’ parable represents God. His generosity exceeds
mere justice as he pays the same fair, contracted day’s
wage to those who worked the entire day as well as to
those who signed on late in the day. God’s generosity
is so overwhelming that in God’s kingdom “the last
will be first, and the first will be last.” This level of
generosity, like our salvation, are impossible to
accomplish on our own, they are only possible with
God. The reading from Isaiah urges us to seek God, to
call out to God, to turn from our wickedness and
depend on God’s mercy.

The second reading next Sunday comes from
Paul’s letter to the Philippians, the first Christian
community established by Paul in Europe; we will hear
from that letter on the next four Sundays. Next
Sunday, Paul reflects on his future life and death — both
have their value. If Paul dies, he will be with Christ
who is his life. If he lives, he has the opportunity to
continue to proclaim the Gospel for Christ’s sake.
Paul’s reflection suggests a life rooted in the spirit of
the two readings above. Paul leaves the decision about
his life and death to the wisdom of God, whose
thoughts and ways are greater than ours!
