 Pastoral Perspectives 

 

 In the early days of World War II, it was 

feared by many that England was in imminent 

danger of being invaded by Hitler’s army. It 

was then that Winston Churchill rallied the 

people of Great Britain with these memorable words: “We shall 

fight them on the beaches; we shall fight them in the fields and 

in the streets. We shall fight them in the hills.” When asked to 

comment on these words, one high school student said, “It 

sounds just like our family vacation.” 

 For some of us summer’s family vacation time has come 

and gone. For others, it is yet to come. But for all of us there is 

much to be said about the need for a time of rest and relaxation. 

Indeed, when we take time out for rest and relaxation we are 

being very biblical, very God-like. 

 Many of us are reluctant to take time out for rest and 

relaxation. But whatever else that may do for us, our times of 

“getting away from it all” are treasured opportunities for us to 

take stock of our lives. “Am I really being the kind of person 

God wants me to be? Am I really doing what God wants me to 

do? Am I really doing my very best to make Christ visible in 

me?” 

 In today’s scripture, Jesus tells us that the Kingdom of God 

is like a treasure hidden in a field someone has found...  The  

Kingdom of Heaven is like a merchant looking for fine pearls; 

when he finds one of great value he goes and sells 

everything he owns and buys it” (Mt. 13:44-46).

 When Jesus tells us that the Rule of God is like a buried   

treasure, He is not saying that it is beyond our reach or hard 

to find. Rather, He is telling us what we should be looking 

for. We know after all and for certain the Gospel truth that 

the Rule of God is the rule of love. We know for certain that 

our rule of life is to love. 

 The Kingdom of heaven starts here on earth, in high 

quality human life. And Jesus came to bring us this life. 

Stop being deaf, Jesus cried. Listen! Stop being blind. 

Search and see. Stop being crippled. It’s no good to live a 

paralyzed life. Move, change and act. Stop being mute. 

Speak about what is good, what is beautiful, and what is 

true! Speak God’s mind and purpose, speak God’s will.  

 When Jesus encountered the widow of Nain with her 

only child and now dead son, and when he was taken into 

the room of the dead daughter of Jairus, and when he wept 

at the tomb of the dead friend Lazarus, He cried out: “Come 

forth! Live! He cried out with the same voice and word of 

God that in the beginning brought everything out of nothing 

and life out of inert matter. It was God our Creator’s voice 

calling us through Jesus to live. 

 Jesus gave life. He restored life. He required life. He 

calls us to life. He lived life with prostitutes, adulterers, 

outcasts, widows, and he does so today. He lives today in 

street people, criminals and vagrants. He is present in 

everyone you meet today, now matter how badly those 

around you have disfigured and disguised his presence.  

 We must all ask ourselves whether we are living in 

God’s kingdom. Do we sacrifice our comfort and 

convenience for the sake of those around us? Does our work 

add value to the value of human life around us? Do our 

choices, our attitudes and our decisions contribute to the 

well-being of those around us? Do we give life and add to 

life, or do we drain it out of others? Do we give joy to 

others, or do we ignore them or even cause them 

unhappiness? 

 As disciples of Christ, we can rest, relax and rejoice in 

the goodness of the God who made us and wants for His 

own. Where your treasure is there will your heart be also.

Next Sunday, July 31, 2011, is the 18

th

 

Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The readings will be Isaiah 

55:103; Romans 8:35; and Matthew 14:13-21. 

 

 Next Sunday’s readings remind us that God’s desire 

is to care for us, to provide us with what we need most.  

In the Old Testament reading, through the prophet 

Isaiah, God invites all who are thirsty, hungry, and 

without money to come and be satisfied.  And God 

hints that there is something far more lasting and 

satisfying that earthly milk and bread “Why spend your 

money for what is not bread; your wages for what fails 

to satisfy?” says God. 

 

 Next Sunday’s Gospel reading is the account of the 

feeding of the multitude with the loaves and fishes.  It is 

the only miracle recorded by all four evangelists, 

indicating the extreme importance of its message for the 

earliest Christians.  This reading would have reminded 

them of how God had provided for their ancestors when 

the people of Israel wandered in the desert and were fed 

with manna from heaven.  The event would have also 

resonated with the image of the heavenly banquet that 

Jesus had taught them about. The symbols of bread and 

fish became symbolic of the Eucharist in which Jesus 

provides the “food for eternal life.”  

 

 In the Gospel account, as Jesus prepared to feed the 

crowds with the five loaves and two fish, he “[looked] 

up to heaven, he said the blessing, broke the loaves, and 

gave them to the disciples, who in turn gave them to the 

crowds.”  That is what continues to happen today, 2000 

years later.  We are those who are hungry for God’s 

love and forgiveness.  We gather and are satisfied by 

Jesus (God in the flesh) who feeds us with his body and 

blood – proving to us that nothing can separate us from 

the love of  God.

 During the 

month of February, 

2011, the homilies 

of those four Sundays examined the 

parts of the Mass in some detail.  We 

talked about the Introductory Rites, the 

Liturgy of the Word, the Liturgy of the 

Eucharist and the Dismissal or 

Concluding Rite.  In each of those four 

homilies the ritual steps of the Mass 

were explained and mention made of 

some of the parts of the renovation of 

the Cathedral in order to help us 

celebrate the Mass more fully. 

 In the Introductory Rites we 

examined how the procession passes by 

the baptismal pool as a reminder that it 

is through our Baptism that we are able 

to enter into the other sacraments.  We 

spoke about how this part of the liturgy 

prepares us to hear the Word and 

become ready to be nourished at the 

Lord’s table.  This is when we start to 

remove ourselves from the world and 

begin to gather together our prayers that 

we wish to offer. 

 In the Liturgy of the Word, we hear 

proclaimed the stories of the ancient 

Israelites, the earliest Christian 

communities as well as the stories of 

Jesus as he walked this earth and taught 

his disciples of the New Commandment 

to love one another.  It is these stories 

taught once again through the homily, 

that we learn of our identity as Catholic 

Christians.  We then profess our belief 

in all we have heard and make our 

prayers for the church and the world. 

 The Liturgy of the Eucharist sees 

us bringing forward our gifts of bread 

and wine, praying along spiritually with 

the presider as he proclaims the 

Eucharistic Prayer and then coming to 

the table to be nourished with the Body 

and Blood of Jesus Christ.  We become 

what we receive! 

 The Dismissal sends us quickly 

back into the world to live this 

Eucharistic life as we encounter friend 

or foe.  We live as Jesus would have us 

live: to be his disciple in the world.  To 

be Christ to all we meet in our daily 

lives.
