 Pastoral Perspectives  

 

 Every day we are given 86,400 seconds to 

make the best use of. Every night, God writes 

off whatever portion of this time we have not 

used well or have wasted. In the bank of time, 

there are no balances and no overdrafts. Each 

day a new account is opened for us. Each night 

what remains is written off, lost, gone forever. 

 Every day's 86,400 seconds has to be invested wisely in 

commodities that will hold their value from day to day, quarter 

to quarter, year to year and beyond. Lasting values need to be 

found, values like justice, compassion, forgiveness and love. 

 There were five foolish virgins and five wise ones. A 

wedding at the time of Jesus in Palestine, was a marvelous 

excuse for a super-party. The people deserved it. Their lives 

were ones of backbreaking toil, as the wonderful musical 

Fiddler on the Roof frames it, from sunrise to sunset.  The bride 

and groom did not go away to a posh resort for a week on their 

honeymoon. Rather they stayed at home and threw a party for 

seven days. It would be the most joy-filled interlude of their 

lives. And no doubt the overworked townspeople felt that there 

could not be too many weddings. All, even workaholics, love a 

few laughs and a good party. The five careless bridesmaids are 

shut out from the wedding ceremony itself in all their new 

wedding finery bought on the lay-a-way plan. But also, they 

would not be able to party hearty for a week. Were they the 

same sort as the college students I have known, they would be 

inconsolable.  

 The five foolish virgins squandered their time. The five 

wise virgins made the best use of every moment. The wise 

virgins entered into the banquet of the Master's love. The 

foolish virgins were too busy wasting time to be ready for their 

Master's return.  

 How much time do we have left?  We really don't know. 

The proper Christian attitude is not to deny death, but to prepare 

for it.  You don't prepare for the end by doing a lot of stuff. You 

prepare by nurturing the proper dispositions, the Christian 

attitude. "Be transformed by renewal of mind." Paul tells us to 

take an attitude of life that is completely different from the 

world. Throughout the Gospels, particularly in Matthew where 

today's Gospel is taken, Jesus emphasizes the need for inner 

transformation. His complaints against the Pharisees as we 

heard last week were that they were hypocrites. They behaved  

one way, but were actually another way. He called them

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Whitened sepulchres. On the outside, they looked nice and 

clean. On the inside they were rotten. The tax collectors and 

prostitutes who turned to Jesus transformed their lives. 

Their devotion to the Lord was a reflection of the Christian 

disposition they had taken on. 

 How so we form and nourish the Christian attitude of 

life? We know that unlike the foolish virgins, it is not 

something that we can borrow. We cannot get virtue and 

character on a credit card; we must develop it on our own. 

We cannot live on someone else's relationship with God. 

We must develop one on our own. We must pay our own 

dues. To the vast majority of society of society success is 

counted in the amount of stuff a person has. Pleasure, even 

fleeting pleasure, is the goal of life. On the positive, we can 

form and nourish continually our communication with the 

Lord. We need to pray daily. We all need a brief time when 

we are with the Lord and freed from the distractions of life.  

Today's first reading speaks about wisdom. Wisdom is a 

way of life. The wise are always ready for the Lord because 

they are always united to him.  Let us be ready to celebrate 

the banquet of the Lord's love. A wise man suggests that we 

make sure that what we are living for is truly worth dying 

for.

 Next Sunday, November 13, 2011 is the 

33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The 

readings will be: Proverbs 31:10-13, 19-20, 30-31; 1 

Thessalonians 5:1-6 and Matthew 25:14-30. 

 When Jesus’ disciples asked him about the 

destruction of Jerusalem and the end of the world, he 

told them three parables to help them understand how 

they should prepare for the end time.  In next Sunday’s 

Gospel, we hear the parable of “the talents” or the 

silver pieces. 

 Jesus describes a man who goes on a journey and 

leaves his assets with three servants.  To one he gives 

five thousand silver pieces, to another  two thousand, 

and to a third one thousand.  The first two servants 

invest the silver and double the master’s investment.  

The third is afraid of the master and buries the silver to 

keep it safe.  When the master returns, he praises the 

first two servants, increases their responsibility and 

tells them to share his joy.  The master chastises the 

third servant, takes the silver away, giving it to another, 

and has the man thrown out into the night. 

 Through this parable, Jesus teaches that his 

followers  must act while they await his return at the 

end of the world.  Christians are called to “live fully” 

for the sake of God’s kingdom, to take risks in order to 

love God and one another.  We don’t wait quietly and 

secretly for the coming of Jesus, we proclaim Him and 

do His work while we wait. 

 The first reading next Sunday, from the book of 

Proverbs, describes a woman whose full life and 

accomplishments, rooted in her love for God, bring 

help and joy to others.  The value of her life “is far 

beyond pearls.” 

 As we approach the last Sunday of the liturgical 

year, the Church has us consider the end of earthly life.  

While we await eternal life, we’re to live our earthly 

life fully, making use of the gifts God has given us to 

love God and our neighbor to the best of our ability.

New Music for Mass 

 The Anointing of the Sick, a 

wonderful experience of Christ’s 

healing presence, will be celebrated 

communally at each of our Masses on the weekend of 

November 19 & 20. Anyone whose physical or emotional  

illness is more than mild or passing and causes them serious 

worry or anxiety may be anointed. 
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For as long as we 

have prayed the 

Creed in English, 

we have said, “We believe.”  As 

Americans Catholics, we have a 

strong sense of community.  We see 

ourselves as the “People of God” 

and in that manner our prayer is a 

collective prayer.  So to say we 

believe in God the Father or we 

believe in Jesus Christ, or the Holy 

Spirit seems to be  perfectly natural. 

 In this most recent translation of 

the Creed, we will find that we will 

now say I believe.  One reason for 

this is that the Latin word Credo is 

properly translated I believe as it is a 

singular verb.  Since the translation 

is now governed by the principle of 

literal equivalency than the 

translation of I is most proper. 

 But there is another and actually 

more important reason why we will 

now say I.  That is because when we 

make a statement of belief, we can 

only say it for ourselves, 

individually.  We cannot speak for 

anyone else in the assembly.  We 

can only speak for ourselves.  When 

we pledge allegiance to the flag we 

say I pledge allegiance to the flag, 

not we and for the same reason when 

we state our faith and beliefs we 

speak only for ourselves, I believe. 

 This will strange for awhile but 

as we recite the Creed we need to 

keep in mind our own individual 

statement and realize that as each I is 

stated it becomes in a very real sense 

the collective we.
