Pastoral Perspectives

The parable about the talents can be seen
as making an investment. [ am not sure if even
Jesus could get very good return on his
investments in today’s economy! But at
another level the scriptures are addressing
preparedness, preparedness for the return of
the Lord Jesus. What should we do to be prepared for the Lord?
The answer is: Develop the Grace, the Gifts that God has given
you.

The parables of Jesus center on farming, fishing and
business activities, all of which involve risk-taking. Remember
the man who found the pearl of great price and then risked all
of his net worth to acquire it? Remember the fishing episodes
when Jesus asked Peter to throw out his nets yet again even
though he had gone the whole night without catching a single
fish? And remember, too, an episode when Jesus came upon a
poor little fig tree that produced nothing and thereupon was
going to annihilate it, but held back when the landscaper asked
him wait a year so he could manure it, tend it, and bring it to
bear fruit?

Christianity without courage is Christianity without blood
and spirit. God encourages us to jump into life and run the risk
of growing. It doesn’t take courage to hang out in fear. It takes
courage to risk something new.

We hear our economists preaching on talk shows about how

to fix our fluctuating economy. At this time of year they preach

Christ gives us the same challenge. He’s telling us that
faith isn’t something we can get and keep all to ourselves. It
isn’t something we can hide, clutch, and hold only unto
ourselves. It needs to be invested in the lives of others and
thereby multiplied.

There’s a lot of talk today about accountability, usually
the accountability that must be made by others — oil
company executives, Wall Street bankers, and government
officials. But what about us? These last Sundays ought to
challenge us — even disturb us. While it is true that Jesus is
boundlessly compassionate, kind and merciful, and that God
loves us unconditionally, he also likewise has high
expectations of us. It’s what he created us for that ought to
occupy our attention, disturb our consciences, and prod us
into spiritual productivity. How else can we reveal God’s
kingdom here on earth as it is in heaven?

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Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, November 20, 2011, is the
Feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ The King.
The readings will be: Ezekiel 34:11-12, 15-17; 1
Corinthians 15:20-26, 28; and Matthew 25:31-46.

The Feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King,
which we celebrate next Sunday, marks the end of the
liturgical year. The word “liturgical” refers to the
public worship of the Church, rather than our private
prayers and devotions. (The Mass, or the celebration of
the Eucharist, is our greatest Catholic liturgy.) Two
weeks from today is the first Sunday of Advent, the
beginning of a new Church year.

The readings next Sunday are about the “end
times” or the “last things” - the coming of Christ in
glory, as king, and the judgment of good and evil, the
separation of those who have participated in the
salvation of Christ from those who have not.

Among the things that these Scriptures teach us
are:

- Jesus is King and at the same time he is shepherd, he
is a servant king who guides and cares for his flock.

- The reign of Jesus began with his resurrection and
the beginning of the Christian era, the birth of the
church.

- The work of the church is to build the kingdom of
Jesus on earth and defeat evil. Evil will finally be
defeated when Jesus comes in glory, gathering those
who belong to him and defeating the last enemy.
Then the kingdom will be complete and all will be
one with God.

- In the end we will be judged by how well we
accepted and put into action the message of Jesus
Christ: “Love God with all your heart, mind and
soul...and love your neighbor as yourself,”
recognizing our neighbor in the most needy and
vulnerable among us.
