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PASTORAL PERSPECTIVES
The recent execution by firing squad of a pris-

oner in Utah once again invites us to reflect on the

teaching of the Catholic Church on the death pen-
alty. In the Compendium of the Social Doctrine of
the Church issued by the Pontifical Council for Jus-
tice and Peace (an agency of the Holy See at the

Vatican) mention is made of sign of hope — “a grow-

ing public opposition to the death penalty, even

when such a penalty is seen as a kind of a ‘legitimate
defense’ on the part of society.” The late Pope John

Paul II in his encyclical Evangelium Vitae (“The

Gospel of Life,” March 25, 1995) wrote that execu-

tion is only appropriate “in cases of absolute neces-

sity, in other words, when it would not be possible

otherwise to defend society. Today, however, as a

result of steady improvement in the organization of

the penal system, such cases are very rare, if not
practically non-existent.” The Catechism of the

Catholic Church sets forth the following principle:

“If bloodless means are sufficient to defend human

lives against an aggressor and to protect public order

and the safety of persons, public authority must limit
itself to such means, because they better correspond
to the concrete conditions of the common good and
are more in conformity to the dignity of the human
person (no. 2266).” Our U.S. bishops have also
called us to forgo the use of the death penalty
because:

e The sanction of death, when it is not necessary to
protect society, violates respect for human life
and dignity.

e State sanctioned killing in our names diminishes
all of us.

e Its application is deeply flawed and can be
irrreversibly wrong, is prone to errors, and is
biased by factors such as race, the quality of
legal representation, and where the crime was
committed.

e We have other ways to punish criminals and pro-
tect society. (A Culture of Life and the Penalty
of Death, A Statement of the United States Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops Calling for an End
to the Use of the Death Penalty, 2005).

Our Catholic moral tradition acknowledges that
those who have been harmed by violence must be
protected and those who inflict such harm must be
held accountable. As the bishops teach: “Respect for
all applies to all, even the perpetrators of terrible
acts. Punishment should be consistent with the de-
mands of justice and with respect for human life and
dignity” (4 Culture of Life, p. 11). May we pray for
the victims of crime and their loved ones and for
those who work in the criminal justice system and
for one another - that we might build up a culture of
life in our nation and throughout the world.

SCRIPTURE STUDY FOR NEXT SUNDAY

Next Sunday the 15th Sunday in Ordinary Time. The
readings will be: Deuteronomy 30:10-14; Colossians
1:15-20; and Luke 10:25-37.

The first words of our Gospel reading for next week
includes one of the best known parables, the story of the
Good Samaritan. In recent weeks our gospel readings
have focused on what it means to be a disciple. As Jesus
travels the road to Jerusalem he takes every opportunity
to instruct his followers about the real challenge of
discipleship.

Next week we will hear about the lawyer who asked
Jesus what he must do to inherit everlasting life. Jesus
asked the lawyer to state and to interpret what “the law”
says about the issue. Quoting the ancient Hebrew tradi-
tion, the lawyer replied that one is required to love God
and neighbor. Jesus responded, “Do this and you shall
live.” However, the lawyer pressed Jesus to define
“neighbor,” so Jesus told the story of the Good Samaritan.

We are all familiar with the lesson of the parable—
every person is our neighbor. As Christians we must put
our words into action; we must extend the love of Christ
to every one we encounter in every situation. This lesson
is emphasized when we pause over the details of the
parable. Three men encountered the beaten man on the
road to Jericho: a priest, a Levite and a Samaritan. The
priest, a religious leader and role model, passed by the
man; so did the Levite who as a religious leader with a
special dedication to the law. Both of these men knew
the Jewish law and what was expected of them. The
Samaritan, belonged to a people who were hated, and
who performed the loving act which the Jewish leaders
avoided. Knowledge of what is right only serves God’s
kingdom when that knowledge is put into action; no
family ties or politics should keep us from considering
each person as our neighbor.
