We heard the Lord say to the chief priests and elders of the
people, "tax collectors and prostitutes are entering the kingdom
of heaven before you." They might have made huge mistakes
in their life. They may have been terrible sinners. But they
responded to the call of the Lord.

The tax collectors and prostitutes were white collar and
blue collar sinners. The tax collectors were collaborators with
the pagan Roman occupiers of Israel. They had a nice, clean
job, being paid handsomely by the Romans for determining
how much each of the people had to pay. Worse than that, they
were cheats who usually assessed the people more than they
gave the Romans. Matthew was a white-collar sinner. He
collaborated with the pagans against his own people and God's
people. But when Jesus called Matthew, he left his table, and
changed his life. By the end of his life, this once sinful
collaborator as well as the many of the companions had
scoreboard over the so-called righteous.

The prostitutes were blue-collar sinners. They had to work
hard to make a living by drawing others into sin. They
accepted being treated poorly for the sake of the money they
were given. But many of them changed their lives when the
Lord called them.

We need to recognize: as long as we are doing our best to
respond to Jesus' call, to God's will for us, we have scoreboard.
Too many of us are down on ourselves for our past lives. Many
of us can truthfully say: "I have made major mistakes. [ have
been a sinner. But we are here now. We are doing our best to
follow the Lord. We try our best to take what we have received
here, the strength of Christ, the power of the Gospel, and
integrate this into our daily lives. We may have been sinners,
but we are trying our best now. We all need a little less
Monday - morning quarterbacking of our lives. We cannot let
our past destroy us. We have to focus on the Lord in whose
presence we move and live and have our being. We have to
stop beating up on ourselves for the past. We have to be
concerned about one thing and one thing only: being in the
presence of Jesus forever.

This week at all the masses we will be conducting our annual
stewardship of treasure renewal. Hopefully you received in the mail a
[flyer describing our needs for furthering the mission and ministry of
our parish. Thank you for your continuing support and generosity!

Also, you may remember that the VOA, Volunteers of America
rented our convent last year on a temporary basis. They have as their
mission statement, “to enable people in our community to break the
cycle of poverty and reach their full potential.” They used our convent
to help with men who are transitioning back into the community — with
continued supervision. We are presently negotiating with the VOA to
resume our working relationship with them.
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Next Sunday, October 2, 2011, is the 27
Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings will
be: Isaiah 5:1-7; Philippians 4:6-9; and Matthew
21:33-43.

When the readings were chosen for the cycle of
Sunday scriptures, the Gospel readings were selected
first. Then the readings from the Old Testament were
chosen both to complement the Gospel and to
emphasize the connection between what happens in the
Old and New Testaments. Next Sunday’s Old
Testament reading from Isaiah and Gospel reading
from Matthew both make use of vineyard imagery,
imagery very familiar to listeners in those days. We
hear about vineyard owners who go to great lengths to
prepare their land for a fruitful harvest. They dig and
fertilize and plant. They build vats and hedges and
watchtowers for protection. Then they wait for the
vineyard to flourish. In one case, wild grapes take
over, in the other the workers kill the messengers sent
by the vineyard owner at harvest time, and they even
kill the owner’s son.

Isaiah’s words would have challenged the people
of Israel to recognize themselves in the wild grapes;
God planted his word in them, but they have rejected
the messengers (prophets) and have not allowed God’s
word to bear fruit. Jesus uses the same imagery with
the religious leaders of his day, adding the notion that
Israel now rejected not only God, but God’s own son.

Those who follow Christ are the “other tenants” to
whom God now leases his vineyard and on whom God
depends for a fruitful harvest. We are challenged to
ask ourselves in every situation whether or not we are
tending the vineyard, whether or not we are preparing a
rich harvest for God’s kingdom.
