Pastoral Perspectives

A man once recalled in glowing terms the
first word spoken by his niece at the tender age
of fifteen months. He said: “She did not want
to go with the traditional ‘mama’ or ‘dadda.’
Rather, my kid brother’s happy little daughter
said “Wow!”

I love that “wow” and I hope that her first word will stay
with her for the rest of her life, and that it will occupy a
prominent place in her heart and soul all of her life.” Happily,
we often find ourselves bumping into “wow” people every day.
And when we do, we may find ourselves borrowing that little
girl’s wow.

In his gospel Matthew tells us that wise men from the East
visited the newborn Jesus and fell down and worshiped him.
They had first experienced some navigational difficulties. Not
having access to MapQuest or a GPS system, that had to get
directions that old fashioned way — they had to ask for them,
and some pundits have asked if they were really Wise Men,
because men rarely ask for directions. But they finally made
their way to Bethlehem.

The adoration of the Magi symbolizes the fantastic
opportunity God offers us to move down to deep levels of
sharing His life of love. Like the Wise men of old we draw

close to Jesus who is the Father’s concrete answer to our

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question, “Why did God make us?” God makes us to be full
of love, to be imitators of God, Paul tells us.

The Swiss sculptor Alberto Giacometti used thin, stick-
like figures to symbolize our isolation and our failure to
love as we should. He arranged these little figures walking
in all different directions. Looking at them, you realize that
their paths are going to cross but they are never going to
meet. Giacometti’s art symbolizes our inability to make
contact with one another and to love one another. But when
you read about him you discover that Giacometti
understood something of the answer to the problem his
work poses.

In his entire career he used only three or four models —
his wife, his sister and one or two others. And when asked
why he didn’t use more models to enrich his art, he said,
“Oh, the great joy to me is to look at the same face every
day and see something new there.” Most of us perhaps have
just the opposite reaction: “Oh, the same face, day after day.
That same old face.” But here is a man with this marvelous
insight: look into the face of your wife, your husband, your
child, your parent, your friend every day and to see
something new there, and to delight in what you see.

In the year 1911, the priceless Mona Lisa was stolen
from the Louvre Museum in Paris. It was missing for two
years. During that time, more people came to the museum to
stare at the blank space than had come to view the
masterpiece itself in the previous twelve years.

In your next encounter with a human person, ask
yourself if what you see before you is a unique masterpiece
of God’s loving design, so precious as to be worthy of the
utmost care and concern. And if the answer is “no,” you
have robbed that person of her or his true humanity.

A three year old child was heard to say, “Merry
Christmas and Happy New You.” The Christmas event has
told us once more that God is wishing us all a “Happy New
You.” In and through Jesus Christ, God wants to mold and
form you in the image He intended for you from the very
beginning. Allow Him to enter into the deep center of your
life. Be ever sensitive to His Presence. And when you do, it
will make a wealth of difference in how you approach each
new day of this New Year.

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4 Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, January 15, 2012, is the Second
Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings will be: 1
Samuel 3:3-10, 19; 1 Corinthians 6:13-15, 17-20; and
John 1:35-42.

Both our Old Testament and Gospel readings next

Sunday speak to the importance of listening for God’s
call in our lives. In the first reading, Samuel hears a
voice calling him, but doesn’t recognize it as God’s
voice. The young Samuel has been dedicated to the
Lord’s service since before he was born and is being
trained by the temple priest, Eli. Thinking it is Eli,
Samuel responds three times to the voice that awakens
him. Finally, Eli helps Samuel to recognize God’s
voice. Samuel responds with his life, becoming a great
prophet to Israel and the one who anoints Saul, the first
king of Israel, and later, David, his successor.
In the Gospel, John the Baptist helps his own disciples
to recognize Jesus as the “Lamb of God” and, in turn,
their ears are open and they become disciples of Jesus.
One of them, Andrew, goes to his brother Peter and
announces that he has found the Messiah. The rest of
Peter’s story is history, so to speak.

In each of these readings, people helped other
people to recognize the presence of God and to open
their ears to hear God’s voice. Simple actions of
listening and pointing out led to some pretty amazing
relationships and events with Jesus.

In response to these readings, how will we listen
for the Lord’s voice? Who might we ask for help in
recognizing it? And, who might need us to help point
out God’s voice speaking to them?
