 Pastoral Perspectives     

 

 Shepherds have tender hearts, but have 

leathery skins, sharp eyes and voices that 

cannot be ignored without putting yourself in 

peril. Shepherds lie down at night across the 

opening to the stone-hedged sheepfold and 

thereby put their bodies on the line so that 

wolves would have to pass over them to enter the sheepfold. 

Shepherds, in other words, are tough cookies, not to be trifled 

with. 

 We have heard today one of the most vivid parables and the 

lesson of it is crystal clear - that God will judge us according to 

our reaction to human need. God’s judgment does not depend 

on the knowledge we have amassed, or the fame that we have 

acquired, or the fortune that we have gained, but on the help 

that we have given. 

 The help given must be help in simple things. The things 

which Jesus picks out  - giving a hungry person a meal, or a 

thirsty man a drink, welcoming a stranger, cheering the sick, 

visiting the prisoner – are things that anyone can do. It is not a 

question of giving away thousands of dollars, or of writing our 

names on the annals of history; it is a case of giving simple, 

human help to the people we meet every day. There was never a 

parable that so opened the way to glory to everyone.   

 It must also be uncalculating. Those who helped did not 

think that they were helping Christ and thus piling up eternal

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merit; they helped because   they could not stop themselves 

helping. It was the natural, instinctive, quite uncalculating 

reaction of the loving heart. The whole attitude of those who 

failed to help was: “If it had only known that it was you, we 

would have gladly helped; but we thought it was only some 

common man who was not worth helping.” It is still true 

that there are those who will help if they are given praise 

and thanks and publicity; but to help like that is not to help, 

it is simply to pander to self-esteem. Such help is not 

generosity; it is disguised selfishness. The help which Jesus 

teaches today is the help which is given for nothing but the 

sake of helping. 

 There is one man that I often think of when I read this 

parable. It is Francis of Assisi. He was rich and he was 

wealthy and high-born and high-spirited. But he was not 

happy. He felt his life was incomplete. Then one day he was 

out riding and he met a leper, loathsome and repulsive in the 

ugliness of his disease. Something moved Francis to 

dismount and fling his arms around this wretched sufferer; 

and in his arms the face of the leper changed to the face of 

Christ. 

 When we learn the generosity which without calculation 

helps people in the simplest things, then we too will know 

the joy of helping Jesus Christ himself. 

 The gospels of the last three weekends have something 

in common. There is the common word, “neglect.” With all 

that God has given us, and that God has done for us, 

including sending us his only Son, we have received 

countless treasures, talents, abilities and powers. What have 

we done with them? The opposite of love is not anger – it is 

apathy, indifference and neglect.

• Smile for the week: The homily went on and on. 

Finally, the priest paused and asked, “What more, my 

friends, can I say?” From the rear of the nave came a 

voice: “Amen.”

 Next Sunday, November 27th, is the 

First Sunday of Advent.  The readings will 

be:  Isaiah 63:16-17, 19; 64:2-7; 1 Corinthians 1:3-9; 

and Mark 13:33-37. 

 As Advent begins next Sunday, we enter a new 

liturgical year and begin to hear a new cycle of 

Scripture readings.  The Church enjoys a three-year 

cycle of Sunday readings: A, B, and C.  We now enter 

Cycle B when, except for special seasons and feasts, 

our Gospel reading will come from the evangelist 

Mark. 

 Advent is a time of waiting, preparation and 

hope.  We anticipate the feast of Christmas, the 

celebration of Jesus’ birth. Encouraged by our 

readings, we wait and prepare for Jesus to come again 

– both at the end time, and each day in the people and 

events of everyday life.   Advent is a season of hope 

because our faith gives us confidence that Jesus will 

come – both now and on the last day. 

 In next Sunday’s first reading, the prophet Isaiah 

speaks for all of us, acknowledging that we are prone 

to ‘wandering’ and to hardness of heart, and that we 

long for the Lord to “rend the heavens and come 

down” to be with us.  Anxious for God to renew and 

reshape us, we pray with the prophet,  “O Lord, you are 

our father; we are the clay and you the potter: we are 

all the work of your hands.” 

 In the Gospel, Jesus couldn’t be more 

straightforward “Be watchful! Be alert!” Jesus says, 

“You do not know when the time will come.”  Not one 

of us knows how long it will be til we see the Lord face 

to face.  But what we must do until then is pretty clear.  

We are to help grow the kingdom begun on this earth 

through the death and resurrection of Jesus.  Each of us 

has a unique part to play in bringing the love, mercy 

and justice of Christ into the world through our works.  

“Be alert” says Jesus, and be about your mission.  

“May [the Lord] not come suddenly and find you 

sleeping.  What I say to you, I say to all:  ‘Watch!”
