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4 Scripture Study for Next Sunday

Next Sunday, August 21, 2011, is the 21st
Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings will be:
Isaiah 22:19-23; Romans 11:33-36; and Matthew
16:13-20.

Peter’s unique role in the growth and structure of
Christ’s church is at the center of next Sunday’s
Gospel. Jesus had asked his disciples “Who do people
say that the Son of Man is?” and received a variety of
answers, including the names of various prophets.
When Jesus asked Peter ...”who do you say that [ am”
Peter replied “You are the Christ, the Son of the living
God.” Peter’s clear faith in what God had revealed to
him prompted Jesus to make the statement that led to
the church as we know it today “...you are Peter, and
upon this rock I will build my church... .”

In Aramaic, the same word is used for both “Peter”
and “rock.” In the psalms, God is often referred to as
the rock, the one who alone can be trusted in difficult
times. St. Paul refers to Christ as ‘the rock.” Both God
and Christ now share this designation with Peter whose
faith and trustworthiness will help to form the
followers of Christ into his church.

In our Old Testament reading from Isaiah, it is
Eliakim who is given special authority from the Lord in
order to lead the house of Judah. Eliakim, too, will be
depended on by the community; the Lord has “fix[ed]
him like a peg in a sure spot.” In those days, keys were
very large and the key was placed on Eliakim’s
shoulder as a sign of his authority and the burden of
responsibility he carried. The “key” is again symbolic
of authority and responsibility in the Gospel when
Jesus says to Peter “I will give you the keys to the
kingdom of heaven.”

We, too, must answer Jesus’ question, “Who do
you say I am?” in our own lives. If, in faith, we can
respond “you are the Christ,” and are willing to share
that faith with others, then we also take part in the
building up of the Church in the world.
