 Eating at meals was important to Jesus… 

not just eating but also sharing one. One of the 

most important things we do in life is sharing a 

meal with others.  Jesus ate with others at 

meals in their homes, not in fast-food 

restaurants. He shared himself in a setting where everyone spent 

significant time with each other during leisurely meals, 

banquets, at feasts.  Jesus did this so often with so many 

different types of people that his enemies accused him of eating 

with gluttons, drunkards and sinners.  

 We should reflect today on our own experience and 

understanding of eating together. This should be particularly 

important to us living as we do in a culture which conveys to us 

the message that eating is something we do individualistically 

with little regard for sharing ourselves, our time, our thoughts, 

and our caring to be with others at meals. Are we sharing in a 

function or are we sharing ourselves? Ask yourselves:  What 

has happened to our family meals? And what do we share when 

we are together at table?  

 Sharing food with others carries implications of friendship, 

trust, closeness, caring and even forgiveness. We cannot harbor 

hostilities against each other while at the same time sharing our 

food, our selves, and our time with each other in a long,

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lingering meal. Breaking bread together means breaking the 

chains of resentment, hostility, and bitterness that hold us in 

bondage.  

 One of the great themes in the Scripture is that of the 

“Messianic Banquet.” A banquet is a rich and bountiful 

meal of delicacies and choice wines that fill us with shared 

delight, and call us to share forgiveness, tolerance, 

understanding, and even love. The Eucharist is our sharing 

in the Messianic Banquet that has been inaugurated by Jesus 

where Jesus is our host.  

 But what do I bring to the Banquet? Am I here with a 

heart loaded down with resentments? Am I here because I 

have to be here or am I here because I want to be here? Am 

I here harboring bitterness and resentment towards others? 

 And what of those in our world who are hungry… 

hungry not only for food for their bodies but hungry in their 

empty hearts and thirsting in their souls for love, care and 

concern? 

 There are those too who hunger and thirst for justice. 

They hunger and thirst for a system of justice that treats 

every person with equal dignity and respect especially for 

the unknown, and those who live at the bottom of our social 

ladder. 

 As we share in the Messianic Table, may we ask 

ourselves how well we are fulfilling God’s promises in the 

lives of those around us. What a wonderful meal we have 

been blessed with. May we taste and see the goodness of the 

Lord.

Next Sunday, October 9, 2011 is the 28

th

 

Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The readings 

will be: Isaiah 25:6-10; Philippians 4:12-14, 19-20; and 

Matthew 22:1-14. 

 In the tradition of our Old Testament Jewish 

ancestors, the wedding feast is a symbol of joyful life 

with God in His Kingdom. 

 In next week’s Old Testament reading, the prophet 

Isaiah speaks for God, describing the rich feast that the 

Lord will provide for the faithful who join him on the 

mountaintop, a symbol of the heavenly Jerusalem 

where God will reign for eternity. Isaiah goes on to 

describe the steps God will take to bring this Kingdom 

to fruition: destroying death forever; wiping away 

sadness; and removing reproach for all God’s people. 

 Jesus uses a wedding parable in next Sunday’s 

Gospel reading to accomplish at least two things.  He 

instructs his followers about his relationship to the 

community of disciples that is becoming the Church.  

In Jesus’ day, a wedding had two parts.  First came the 

engagement, a legal contract effectively marrying the 

couple, though the bride continued to live in her own 

home. Then time was taken to plan an elaborate feast 

after which the groom took the bride to their new 

home.  Jesus is the groom who has signed the marriage 

contract on his cross.  The Church is the bride who 

waits for Christ to come again and take her to her 

heavenly home. 

 Jesus also uses the parable to challenge the 

religious leaders of his day, and us, to consider our 

response to the wedding invitation.  In the parable, a 

king sends messengers to invite honored guests to his 

son’s wedding feast.  The guests refuse the invitation 

and the messengers are killed.  Others are invited from 

the wayside and accept the invitation, though the one 

who does not dress for the occasion is cast out.  

Consider:  Am I accepting or rejecting God’s 

invitations in my life?  How thoughtfully do I respond 

to God?  Do I look for, and listen to, the messengers 

God sends to me?
