 Pastoral Perspectives     

  

 Last Monday was the celebration of the 

Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Normally it 

is celebrated on a Sunday – except when 

Christmas and New Year’s Feast of the 

Solemnity of Mary, the Mother of God fall on 

Sundays. We celebrated many baptisms this 

year at the Cathedral, many at one of the Sunday liturgies. At 

each baptism the baptizing minister  said to the parents:  

 

You have asked to have your child baptized. In doing so 

you are accepting the responsibility of training him or 

her in the practice of the faith. It will be your duty to 

bring him (her) up to keep God’s commandments as 

Christ taught us, by loving God and our neighbor. Do 

you clearly understand what you are undertaking? 

 

 Parents, Godparents and all of us must be a John the Baptist 

to our children. John the Baptist, seeing Jesus coming toward 

him says, “Look, there is the Lamb of God that takes away the 

sin of the world….  I have seen and I am the witness that He is 

the Chosen One of God.” We must tell our children. 

 The Lord Jesus is our clearest glimpse of what God is like. 

We are chosen by God to follow the example of Jesus and to do 

the same for others. We must tell our children.  

 We are chosen, not in the sense of privilege, but in the 

sense of responsibility, to image and reflect the Christ of Love 

in all our human relationships and, in a very special way, in our

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 Next Sunday, January 22, 2012, is the Third 

Sunday in Ordinary Time. The readings will be:  Jonah 

3:1-5, 10; 1 Corinthians 7:29-31; and Mark 1:14-20.  

Next Sunday’s readings convey a sense of urgency and 

timeliness.  There is something important to consider 

about this very moment, and there is something 

important that must be done.  Each reading points to 

the fact that, when God enters the picture, we are called 

to positive change, we are called to conversion. 

 In the Old Testament reading, Jonah, who had 

begun as a rather reluctant prophet, speaks to the 

people of Nineveh on God’s behalf.  Jonah announces 

that “forty days more and Nineveh shall be destroyed.”  

The people of Nineveh responded immediately with 

fasting and repentance and God looked on them with 

favor. 

 Our Gospel reading from Mark gives us Jesus’ first 

words in that Gospel, “This is the time of fulfillment.  

The kingdom of God is at hand.  Repent, and believe in 

the gospel.”  Israel had waited for the kingdom and 

Mark’s gospel is filled with the parables and metaphors 

that Jesus used to help the people understand God’s 

kingdom.  Jesus also teaches that repentance 

(‘metanoia, a change of mind, conversion) is required 

in order to understand and to enter the kingdom.  The 

“change” required is a turning back to God and a 

turning away from what distracts us from God. 

 In the first reading, the people of Nineveh 

responded to God’s voice as they heard it through 

Jonah.  In the Gospel, the fishermen Simon and 

Andrew encountered the kingdom in the person of 

Jesus.  In response to Jesus’ invitation, they abandoned 

life as they knew it and centered their lives on Jesus’ 

message. 

 St. Paul’s words in the second reading from the 

letter to the Corinthians emphasize the feeling of 

urgency.  With dramatic images, Paul encourages 

Christians to keep things in perspective.  Paul does not 

prohibit marriage or rejoicing or ownership, but 

indicates that all of those things must serve our 

ultimate goal of relationship with Christ and the change 

of heart that that relationship inspires.

Pastoral Perspectives (continued)  

 

relationships with our own children and with all the world’s 

children.  We must tell our children.   

 Jesus Christ came to bring joy to the world. His Good 

News of a Loving God, who will never abandon us, 

gladdened beyond measure the hearts of His first disciples 

two thousand years ago. We must tell our children. 

 There was a small boy who was being picked on by a 

bigger fellow. Undaunted, the little boy drew a line in the 

dirt with his foot then issued a challenge: “I dare you to 

cross that line,” he said. The bully immediately stepped 

across the line. “Okay,” said the small boy, “Now you’re on 

my side.” 

 When we affirm a young person, we are delivering a 

message that says, “I’m for you! I like who you are, I’m on 

your side,” And taking a cue from this, the young person 

learns to become self-affirming: “I’m okay! I’m 

worthwhile! I’m likeable! I’m loveable! I’m capable! 

 There is an incident in Mark’s Gospel, in which people 

are bringing their children to Jesus that He might touch 

them. The disciples try to keep the kids from bothering 

Jesus. But when he sees this he becomes indignant. “Let the 

children come to Me,” He says. “Do not stop them, for it is 

to such as these that the Kingdom of God belongs. 

 A pastor invited the little ones to come forward for a 

children’s homily. After they had seated themselves around 

him at the altar, he announced he was going to talk about 

frogs. He asked the kids, “When I say ‘frog’ what is the first 

thing that comes to your mind?” Promptly a child answered, 

“’God’ because I know that you didn’t bring us down here 

to talk about frogs!” 

 We celebrate our awesome commission to talk to the 

children of this world about God, in word and in deed, both. 

 Let the children come to us. Let the children see 

reflected in us the image of the God of Love who makes all 

things new! Let them see how we love one another as He 

has loved us!

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          LITURGY CORNER 

 It has been seven weeks now since 

the English speaking church began to 

use the new translation of the 3

rd

 edition of the 

Roman Missal and, so far, we seem to be doing all right 

with the different words and phrases.  During these past 

weeks in this Liturgy Corner, we have been highlighting 

the Opening Prayers or Collects, as they are also called.  

We have shared with our readers ways in which they 

may take those prayers and use them as their personal, 

private prayer as a way of preparing for Mass and to also 

see the beauty of these prayers in the language of their 

new translation. 

 Starting next week we will begin to take a look at 

the four principle Eucharistic Prayers and the changes 

that they have undergone.  While these are not prayers 

that the assembly says out loud, they are certainly 

prayers that we say along with the presider.  They are 

very familiar to us and we tend to notice when there is a 

difference in wording. 

 At the present time we have ten Eucharistic Prayers 

that are a part of the Roman Missal.  Four of them are 

the standard four that we use most frequently and that 

have been a part of the Missal since the reform and 

renewal of the Second Vatican Council, 2 are Eucharistic 

Prayers for Reconciliation, which we use most 

frequently in Lent.  One prayer is for Various Needs and 

Occasions and 3 are Eucharistic Prayers for Masses with 

Children. 

 Next Sunday’s Corner will take a look at Eucharistic 

Prayer I or the Roman Canon as it is also called.  This 

Eucharistic Prayer is the one singular prayer that was a 

part of the pre-Vatican II Missal and was the only one in 

use at that time.  We recognize it as the prayer with the 

long listing of saints.  It was this prayer which Pope John 

XXIII changed during a daily Mass at the Council which 

indicated to the Fathers of the Council that it would be 

possible to make changes to the liturgy.  The change the 

Holy Father made was to add the name of St. Joseph the 

Worker to the listing of saints. 

 More about this and the translation changes next 

week. 

 If you have any questions about the liturgy or about 

the new translation, please send them in to the Cathedral 

office and we will answer them in future Liturgy 

Corners.
