 Pastoral Perspectives    

  

 No person has ever walked on our earth 

and been free from the pains of loneliness. 

Rich and poor, wise and ignorant, faith-filled 

and agnostic, healthy and unhealthy have all 

alike had to face and struggle with its 

potentially paralyzing grip. It has granted no 

immunities. To be human is to be lonely.  

 To be human, however, is also to respond. The human 

person has always responded to this pain. The response has 

varied greatly. Sometimes loneliness leads to new heights of 

creativity, and sometimes it has led to drugs, alcohol, and 

emotional paralysis. Sometimes it has led us to the true 

encounter of love; sometimes it has moved us to a greater depth 

of openness toward God and others, to fuller life, and 

sometimes to a highly deprived emotional life; sometimes it has 

made the human spirit, sometimes it has broken it; always it has 

affected it. For loneliness is one of the deepest, most universal, 

and most profound experiences that we have. 

 Even if you are a relatively happy person, a person who 

relates easily to others and who has many close friends, you are 

probably still lonely at times. If you are a very sensitive person 

who feels things deeply, you are probably, to some degree, 

lonely much of the time. 

 Ever wonder how much of our fixation with 

communication technology flows from this loneliness? The cell 

phones that have become attached to our ears, twittering, face-

book pages – anything that will tell us that we have friends who 

have asked to join our face-book page? Even music today – 

modern rock music is confusing to people who judge music 

solely by the quality of its melody, harmony, symmetry and 

lyrics. Yet millions flock to listen to it because it speaks to 

people, capturing the confusion, the torment, the pain, and the 

loneliness of their minds – more so than do the symphonies of 

Beethoven and other such classics. 

 But our loneliness has redemptive value. It can be an 

invitation to help keep incarnate the lonely ministry of Christ. 

In our own loneliness we are asked to weep with him over 

Jerusalem, sweat lonely tears with him in the garden, battle the  

forces of Satan in the desert, and from a cross somewhere, cry 

out with him in anguish at a silent God.

 All is precious gift. This realization is important 

because we too frequently go through life taking things for 

granted. Life, friendship, health and work are seen as things 

that are owed to us. For this precise reason we fail to 

appreciate them with the reverence and respect they 

deserve. Instead of seeing them for what they are, precious 

gifts, we take them for granted, over expect from them, over 

demand from them, and use them in a fashion that leaves 

little room for respect and reverence. Once we learn that we 

are pilgrims on earth, suddenly our life becomes a lot less 

“ordinary” and humdrum. Suddenly family members and 

other persons who care for us, but for whom we have long 

taken for granted and stopped respecting and appreciating 

fully, become a lot more precious. A wit once remarked: 

“Be it ever so humdrum, there is no rut like your own.” The 

realization that we are pilgrims goes a long way in teaching 

us to meet life with the reverence it merits because it makes 

us see life for what it really is, a precious undeserved gift. 

 If we listen to our loneliness of heart, it can help teach 

us what it means to live between Christ’s first coming and 

his return in glory. By keeping us restless and dissatisfied, 

loneliness, like many other things – living in community, 

reading God’s Word, breaking bread together, challenging 

and consoling each other, and reenacting through liturgy the 

major saving words and events of Christ’s life – helps us 

keep alive in us Christ’s promise that he will return and dry 

every tear upon the face of the earth.

 Next Sunday, October 16, 2011 is the 

29th Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The readings 

will be:  Isaiah 45:1-6; 1 Thessalonians 1:1-5; and 

Matthew 22:15-21.  

 There were many who felt threatened by the 

message Jesus proclaimed; we have heard Jesus 

challenging Israel’s religious leaders and people in the 

parables of the last few Sundays.  In next Sunday’s 

Gospel, some of Jesus’ adversaries join forces to try to 

entrap him.  If they can expose Jesus to be in violation 

of the law, then perhaps those in authority will address 

the problem. We know that eventually his enemies 

succeed and he is crucified.  

 The particular collaboration described next 

weekend is between two groups with opposing 

opinions of a tax; both feel threatened by Jesus.  The 

Pharisees believe that in levying a tax, the emperor 

claims a power over Israel that belongs only to God.  

The followers of Herod, on the other hand, support the 

emperor, Caesar, and his tax.  Together they ask Jesus 

if it is lawful to pay tax to the emperor.  An answer of 

either “yes” or “no” would enrage one group or the 

other.   Rather, Jesus hands back to them the coin with 

Caesar’s picture and replies with simplicity and 

wisdom “repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar, and 

to God what belongs to God.”   

 Jesus implies that, in the world, there are various 

kinds of authority and response.  Political authority is 

temporal and limited and requires a particular kind of 

response from us.  Divine authority is eternal and 

universal and calls for a different level of commitment.  

Jesus treats both his adversaries and us as adults, 

allowing us to develop, and own, our responses.  Jesus’ 

instruction challenges us to define our priorities and to 

ask ourselves how our daily actions reflect those 

priorities.

Fall Euchre Party 
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In the past few 
months, the Liturgy 
Corner has provided 

some information on various aspects of the 
liturgy.  We have talked about things we 
use at the liturgy, such as, books, vessels, 
and vestments.  We have also discussed 
very briefly the process of making changes 
to the ritual books particularly in the area 
of translation.   
 In less then two months we will 
finally begin to use prayer texts of the 3��  
edition of the Roman Missal.  In the weeks 
ahead we will have the opportunity to 
practice saying and singing the new prayer 
texts.  In this column we will take these 
significant word changes and explain why 
a particular change has been made and 
what the background for these prayers is.  
In most cases that will be from Scripture 
or the writings of the Fathers of the 
Church. 
 Let’s start with why it was necessary 
to make any changes at all.  At the close of 
the II Vatican Council, the mandate found 
in the Constitution On the Sacred Liturgy 
to move to the use of vernacular languages 
in the liturgy, brought about a massive job 
of translating the Latin base text into all 
the languages used in the various countries 
and territories of the world.  The 
translators worked as quickly as possible 
and here in the English speaking world, a 
Sacramentary in English was published in 
1970.  A second edition of this book was 
published in 1985 which cleaned up some 
of the translation and added some prayer 
texts. 
 By 2000, the decision was made that a 
new 3��  edition of this book needed to be 
made.  A Latin text was published in 2002 
and the translation process began anew.  
This time the translators worked with a 
new set of guidelines known as “literal 
equivalency.”  This meant that the 
translation was to be done word for word 
and then accommodations made for the 
differences between Latin and English 
grammar.  The result is a more accurate 
translation which is also more poetic and 
richer.  The prayers for the assembly have 
seen a number of small changes.  The 
presider has much harder work since every 
prayer that he says has had change.  The 
accuracy of the translation is very 
important since it is in these prayers that 
we learn about what we believe which, of 
course, leads us to a way of life.
