 Pastoral Perspectives 

 

 Jonathan Wilson-Hartgrove has written a 

book about a virtue that seems far removed 

from American life in The Wisdom of Stability: 

Rooting Faith in a Mobile Culture (Brewster, 

Massachusetts: Paraclete Press, 2010). 

Planting himself firmly in the monastic tradition of a vow that 

ties the monk permanently to his abbey, the author suggests that 

this wisdom can help us all in our spiritual quest. We grow in 

our relationship with Christ, Wilson-Hartgrove would insist, 

when we root ourselves more deliberately in the place where we 

live and truly engage with the people we live and work with. He 

issues a gentle invitation to slow down and to engage in the 

simpler rhythms of life. He asks the reader to consider 

responding to the deeper yearnings of the human heart. 

Wilson-Hartgrove is perhaps responding to a strong need 

felt by many of us attempting to keep up amid constant change 

– for a rootedness and a sense of stability. He writes: “Most 

modern … people get uncomfortable when talking about 

commitment and stability. We worry that vows like stability can 

be dangerous…  Still, teachers ancient and contemporary 

challenged us to stay put” (p. 4). The rest of his book is an 

effort to demonstrate how this is possible. 

The author quickly admits that our century is one of 

unprecedented change. He reminds us of the traditional 

wisdom, “To stop changing is to die.” “But constant shifting 

also takes its toll, as I’m reminded when I contemplate the 

cracks in the plaster of our old home” (p. 9). Continuing his 

imagery of the plaster, he discovers what he believes is a 

universal desire: “When I follow the cracks in my plaster to 

their source, I find a foundation beneath our house in need

of repair. In a similar way, if we follow our longings for 

harmony and community to their root, we uncover a 

fundamental human need” (p. 11). This leads us to want to 

plant our feet in troubled times, which points us to the 

deeper yearnings of the human heart – a stability that may 

well be built into us. 

To practice stability, claims the author, is to learn to 

love both a place and its people. … [T]he stability we are 

made for helps us to establish ‘roots of love,’ binding us 

intimately to our landscape and the people who share life on 

it” (p. 83). He believes that we would all like to be more 

loving but that we spend little time establishing roots of 

love. “If I really want to learn to love my neighbor, I have to 

pay attention to the details of life in this place” (p.84). 

I found this book an opportunity for some serious 

reflection and an invitation to spiritual growth. Jonathan 

Wilson-Hartgrove has articulated well a very profound 

analysis and antidote for this hectic age of change and 

constant movement – the need to listen to God’s invitation 

to be rooted in his love through the place we live and with 

the people we see each day.

Next Sunday, August 28, 2011, is the 22

nd

 

Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The readings will be 

Jeremiah 20:7-9; Romans 12:1-2, and Matthew 16:21-27. 

 Today we heard Peter profess his faith that Jesus is 

the Christ and Jesus’ reply that God the Father had 

revealed this truth to Peter.  Jesus acknowledged that 

Peter’s faith was ‘the rock’ upon which Jesus would 

build his church.  Next Sunday we will hear the very 

next passage from Matthew’s gospel and see Peter 

react quite differently.  Jesus will begin to share 

difficult concepts with his disciples, telling them that 

he will suffer greatly, be killed and rise on the third 

day.  In this passage Peter’s confusion and fears 

overcome his faith; human beings always want to avoid 

suffering.  He rebukes Jesus saying “no such thing 

shall ever happen to you.”  Jesus replies “You are 

thinking not as God does, but as human beings do.” 

 Next Sunday’s readings are a reality check.  They 

remind us that when one chooses to be a disciple of 

Christ, one must expect times of sacrifice and 

suffering, times when our actions and beliefs will be at 

odds with the actions and beliefs of those around us.  

The prophet Jeremiah experiences the word of the Lord 

like “fire burning in my heart” and he cannot hold it in.  

But when he proclaims that Word, he is sometimes an 

“object of laughter” and mockery.   St. Paul urges the 

Roman community “not [to] conform yourselves to this 

age but be transformed by the renewal of your mind.”  

And Jesus says to his disciples “Whoever wishes to 

come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, 

and follow me…whoever loses his life for my sake will 

find it.” 

 Discipleship and conversion are ongoing processes.  

They involve making decisions “in the moment” day 

after day; sometimes the decisions are easy, sometimes 

challenging and uncomfortable.  Next Sunday’s 

readings encourage us to listen for and trust God’s 

voice and wisdom.  They also reassure us:  Jesus 

founded his church on a human being like you and me 

who was sometimes filled with faith and sometimes 

distracted by doubt and suffering.  From Peter we learn 

to acknowledge our mistakes and to turn again and 

again to Christ, to be confident in the Lord’s mercy, 

and to know that each time we sacrifice for Christ’s 

sake we grow closer to him and closer to finding our 

truest selves.       Rose Davis

For every Eucharistic 

liturgy that we 

celebrate, there are certain items that are 

necessary.  Some of them are books and others 

are vessels and they all have a particular usage 

in the Mass. 

 First, there are three books that are to be 

used.  One is the Lectionary, which contains 

all of the readings for any Mass celebrated.  

This is the book from which the lectors 

proclaim the first and second reading and also 

the Psalm, if it is not sung.  The second book is 

the Book of the Gospels.  This is the book that 

is carried in the Entrance Procession by either 

the deacon or one of the lectors, if there is no 

deacon present.  It is placed on the altar and is 

taken in procession by either the deacon or 

presider to the ambo.  The Book of the Gospels 

contains all the Gospels that are appointed to 

be read during the liturgical year.  The Gospel 

is always proclaimed by either a deacon or a 

priest.  The third book is the Roman Missal.  

Since the Second Vatican Council we have 

called this book the Sacramentary.  With the 

beginning of the newly translated prayer texts, 

we are returning to its ancient title, the Roman 

Missal.  This book contains all the prayers for 

the Mass, both the Ordinary or the parts that 

are the same for all Masses and the Propers or 

those prayers that are assigned for each 

individual Mass of the liturgical year.  The 

Roman Missal makes its appearance when the 

altar is prepared for the Liturgy of the 

Eucharist. 

 The other items necessary are the sacred 

vessels that are used primarily during the 

Liturgy of the Eucharist.  The vessels, such as 

the ciborium, paten and chalice, are to be of 

beautiful craftsmanship and have great 

durability.  Here in the United States, we may 

use materials such as wood, stone and metal 

appropriate to the way in which they will be 

used.  This criteria is used for any vessel that 

would hold either the Body or the Blood of 

Christ, such as a monstrance, a pyx, as well as 

the chalice, paten and ciborium. 

 There are several other items that are in 

use.  There is to be one crucifix in the altar 

area.  Here at the Cathedral that crucifix can be 

found mounted above the rood beam, which is 

hung immediately behind the altar.  At 

baptisms we use the oils that are found in the 

ambry in special vessels.  Anytime we 

celebrate the Sprinkling Rite we use a special 

vessel for the blessed water which we take 

from the Baptismal Pool.  Occasionally at very 

special and solemn occasions, we also use 

incense in a thurible to honor the altar, the 

crucifix and the people.
