 Among the themes in next Sunday’s readings are 

those of “prophecy” and “speaking with authority.”  

We also hear about “unclean spirits” or demons.  It 

seems that the readings speak to us about God’s desire 

to show us truth, to set us free from the lies and 

misperceptions that keep us from experiencing God’s 

love and from witnessing that love to others. 

 In the first reading God responds to the people of  

Israel.  They have feared the intensity of direct contact 

with God, they require someone to speak to them on 

God’s behalf.  God gives them Moses and the other 

prophets.  God promises to put his words in the 

prophet’s mouths and he warns the prophets about their 

great responsibility.  

 In the Gospel the people are astonished by the 

authority with which Jesus teaches.  And we see that 

the words of Jesus have power over unclean spirits.  

The Gospel says that people were amazed and that 

Jesus’ fame spread everywhere. 

 The readings next Sunday invite us to remember 

the one in whom we proclaim faith, Jesus.

Policy Regarding Locking of the Choir Loft 
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          LITURGY CORNER 

  

Today, we will take a look at the 

changes made in Eucharistic Prayer I, or the 

Roman Canon as it is otherwise known, as a result of the 

retranslation done for the Third Edition of the Roman 

Missal.  This particular prayer has been in consistent use 

since at least the fourth century, perhaps even earlier.  It 

holds a privileged position in the liturgical prayers of the 

Church. 

 When this prayer was originally translated for the 

Missal of Paul VI, an attempt was made to use English 

grammar and shape the phrases into complete sentences 

so that it would flow off an English speaker’s tongue 

with more ease.  If you look at the prayer in this form 

you would see that thoughts have been placed into 

sentences with periods at the end.  The new translation 

reverses that and puts the thoughts back into phrases and 

subjunctive clauses ending with commas – one 

paragraph flowing into the next in a continuous sweep.  

This allows for the Latin words to be translated much 

more accurately.  The order of the prayer now can follow 

that of a tradition which originated in Alexandria, Egypt.  

This consists of a series of anaphoras or intercessions in 

the middle of which we will find the explicit words of 

consecration. 

 All of the Eucharistic Prayers share two changes.  

One is the use of the word “chalice” for “cup.” This has 

been done to signify that this is a special vessel  - one 

that is precious and is to be used for a very special 

purpose; in this case, for the “new and eternal covenant.”  

The second change is that Jesus’ Blood is to be “poured 

out” for the “many.”  In previous translations, the word 

used was “all.”  Poured  out is a more powerful phrase 

than shed.  For many is first of all a much more faithful 

translation of the Latin “pro multis” and it is also more 

accurate scripturally.  In Isaiah 53:12 for instance the 

prophecy is that the Messiah would take away the sins of 

the many and Christ himself, at the Last Supper is 

quoted in both Matthew and Mark as saying his blood 

would be shed for many.  This upholds the idea that each 

individual must also accept and live in the grace won by 

Christ for all. 

 These may seem like small details but when we 

remember that these prayers contain the very roots of our 

beliefs as Catholic Christians, we can begin to 

understand how important all the small details are.
